of the kingdom. That is the message Christ the King taught
and demonstrated to us. We share in Christ’s kingship.
Whatever we do for the least in His kingdom, we do for Him.
He depends on us to do it. As we celebrate Thanksgiving this
week, we should be grateful to live in a country that allows us
to be kingly like Jesus - to do all we can for those who are the
least in His Kingdom: the unborn, the elderly, the homeless,
the sick, the dying, and the imprisoned.
