Pack everything in a lockable trunk or duffel bag, and please put your name and troop number on all 
clothing and gear. This will ensure that you take home everything you bring with you!  
Scout Uniform (on a sturdy hanger) 

 Scout Shirt (long sleeve) w. green shoulder loops and up to date insignia 
 Scout Shorts 
 Troop 78 Neckerchief & “78” slide 
 Scout Knee socks (all green) purchase from the Scout shop before camp 
 Scout Belt or Horseshoe belt 
 Hiking boots (you cannot march at retreat with sneakers) 
 OA sash (if an OA member) 

Scout Campaign Hats to be worn at retreat will be issued by the troop (at camp) 
Clothing  

 Socks  
 Tee-shirts 
 Troop 78 T-shirt(s)  
 shorts and long pants 
 underwear  
 Sneakers or extra shoes 
 Rain gear  
 Bathing suit(s) and towels for swimming 
 Light Jacket 

Toiletries and Shower items 
 Soap in a carrier  
 sunscreen  
 Bath Towel and washcloth  
 flip flops for shower 
 Toothbrush and Toothpaste  
 Comb or brush  
 Shampoo  
 Deodorant  

Camping Gear  
 Flashlight and/or headlamp & extra batteries  
 Water bottle (very important)  
 Drinking cup  
 Backpack & backpacking sleeping pad (if taking camping merit badge, the troop also has backpacks to lend) 
 Mosquito and tick repellent 

Bedding  
 Sleeping bag or blankets (Mattress provided by the camp) 
 Pillow and case  
 Flat twin sheet (for warm nights)  

Other Items  
 Pocket knife (small with the largest blade no longer than 4 inches long )  
 Notebook, pens and pencils (for merit badge classes)  
 Camera (optional), (Cell phones are to be left at home) 
 Boy Scout Handbook  
 Auction item $10 or less (for the Troop Auction held Tuesday night of the first week) 
 Spending money for snacks, Troop Auction, Horseshoe belt, etc 
 Laundry bag (to keep your dirty clothes out of your footlocker) 
 Clothesline and clothes pins (to hang up your wet towel and bathing suit)  
 Old long sleeve shirt and long pants (loose fitting) if taking Swimming or Lifesaving merit badges 
 Prescription medicines (to be turned in at Health Lodge) and/or Epipen (if required) 
 Masks (we anticipate that a mask policy will be in effect whenever Scouts are indoors) 
 Wristwatch (you will not have a cell phone to check the time)
