REGULAR BOARD MEETING – March 21, 2017
A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held at the Municipal Building on March 21, 2017.  The meeting was called to order by President Sieg at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call:  Jerry Sieg, Angie Ralls, Joan Kapp, Rob Wilcox, Sandy Lyles and Richard Piechowski.  Excused:  Joel Kalata.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC FORUM – Brandon Bonfiglio, representing the Waushara County ATV Association, a non-profit organization, passed out a revised ATV ordinance and reported established ATV routes bring in revenue to the local municipality, the noise level is not as loud as some riding lawn mowers and average age of riders are in their 40’s and 50’s.  After some discussion and concerns from the Redgranite Police Dept., it was decided to have a meeting, as soon as possible, with the surrounding communities, Sheriff’s Department, DNR and Waushara County board representatives.  

Motion by Richard, second by Angie, to approve the minutes of the February 23, 2017 regular meeting and February 28, 2017 special closed meeting   Motion carried.

CLERK’S REPORT – First National Bank would like to be considered when the Village is looking to review certificate of deposits or any other banking needs to Village may have.  
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Jerry reported five (5) CD’s were renewed at Farmers & Merchants Bank for another year at 1.25% interest rate.  The Village has four (4) CD’s maturing on June 30, 2017 at Hometown Bank currently earning .50% interest.  He would like to discuss investing at the April board meeting.  The high winds recently knocked down the chain fencing at East Side Park.  A claim has been submitted to the insurance company and Rick is waiting for estimates to replace the fencing.  Clerk received two (2) emails supposedly from Jerry requesting the transfer funds.  The reply email was not Jerry’s email however the “from” email was his former email address.  Clerk realized it was a scam and notified Chief Tarr.  A telephone conference with the Village attorney, representatives from Baker Tilly and MSA, was held on March 8th regarding the TIF funds and possible projects the general fund paid.  Attorney Olson will be giving a revised opinion on some projects already paid for by the general fund but perhaps can be paid from TIF funds.  Jerry investigated the complaint of Bob Luft regarding water drainage.  The problem was that the melting happened all at one time and there are cracks in the road.
FINANCE/PERSONNEL/INSURANCE – Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to approve general fund disbursements – checks #9808 through #9856, #2019857 and #4019858 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $36,666.90; water fund disbursements – checks #6204239 through #6204258 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $8,865.34; sewer fund disbursements – checks #6304776 through #6304795 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $18,422.76 and electronic transfers from general fund savings for debt service and payroll liabilities in the amount of $38,932.40, creating a grand total of $102,887.40 and including financial reports for general, water and sewer as printed.
