Fifteenth Sunday Ordinary Time 2017 

The Third Commandment.   

Today we want to answer the two questions we asked last week: Why does God rest?  Why 

does such a day need to be an act of creation?  We begin by carefully noting that God ends 

with the seventh day.  God does not start creating some more on the eighth day, ninth 

day, tenth day, etc. 

The sixth day ends with the last of the creatures being created.  God creates on the sev-

enth day! But God does not create anything belonging to the natural world.  God creates 

not a creature but a day!  This observation unlocks the door to the proper understanding 

of the whole of creation. Listen to Jesus: “Then he said to them [the Pharisees], ‘The Sab-

bath was made for man, not man for the Sabbath.’” (Mk. 2:27)  Jesus felt a need to correct 

the Pharisees on their interpretation of the story of creation.  At the same time, Jesus 

makes a clear distinction between the act of creating a creature of nature and the act of 

creating a special day.  He calls the Sabbath day a day that was made or created.  Again, 

as simple as this observation may seem, the acknowledgment of this fact remains crucial 

to understanding the Third Commandment.
