Solemnity of the Blessed Virgin Mary, the

Men worked together in 

shops or in the fields.  Families and neighbors gathered 

around campfires to cook.  That is when they shared the 

latest news or gossip.  When Mary said “Yes” to be the 

Mother of God Incarnate she knew she would be the 

topic of discussion.  She knew people would not 

understand and she could be stoned to death.  She did it 

anyway.  Her “Yes” brought her much grief.  She did it 

anyway.  That is why we honor Mary as the Mother of 

God.  That is why we should spend this day learning 

from Mary and making every effort to be more like her - 

to say “Yes” to God.  And when things are difficult, to 

do it anyway.
