2018 VENDOR INFORMATION
Thank you for your interest in Nevada County Certified Growers’ Market. We have three weekly markets this season. If you are a returning vendor, please read carefully as some dates and locations have changed.
· Grass Valley - Saturday mornings 8:00am to 12:30pm – April 14 thru November 17- North Star House – 12075 Old Auburn Rd
· Grass Valley - Tuesday mornings 9:00am to 1:00pm – May 1 thru October 30 - Nevada County Horsemen Lodge – 10600 Bubbling Wells Rd
· Penn Valley - Thursday mornings 9:00am to 1:00pm – May 3 thru November 1–  Western Gateway Park – 18650 Penn Valley Dr.

We are a Certified Farmers Market. Membership in the Market is $75.00 per year and includes all three Markets. Stall fees are paid for at each market the vendor attends. North Star: Standard Certified farmers and Ag producers= $30.00 per 10x10 booth per market and Artisan crafts and food are $25.00 per 10x10 booth per market. Horsemen and Penn Valley are $30.00 for Certified/ag producers and Artisan crafts and food are $25.00  per market. Penn Valley and Horsemen spaces can be double with no additional fees charged.
Stall fee break down - North Star House only
· $40.00 - Premium certified location with vehicle
· $30.00 - Standard certified without vehicle
· $25.00 - Artisan vendors with or without vehicle
Vehicle parking within the market and new North Star layout
***New this year, we will be introducing premium vendor spaces for certified producers for $40.00  We are changing the vendor layout of the North Star house market, making it so the customer path is an even flow from one end of the market to the other. We will be optimizing the space we have to the fullest. Because of this, there will be  limited spaces for vehicles, first come first serve. To be able to give everyone the best opportunity to be in their ideal location, we will be doing a point system based on the past seasons attendance, seniority and receiving your completed application by March 31.  We have included a map of the new layout showing where we will have the certified producers areas, the artisan/food vendors areas and what spaces are Premier Spaces with vehicle parking next to the stalls. Moving forward, please be open to change, some vendors will be moving locations but it is all for the benefit of the market as a whole. In the application, please provide your top three choices for the 2018 season by marking the map stalls with a 1, 2, and 3 then returning the map with your application. Those vendors who want two stalls with vehicle parking will only need to pay the vehicle parking for one of the stalls($70 per market maximum).

*** If  vendors would like to pay upfront for a full or half season of stall fees, they can choose to do so. Vendors participating in this bulk fee will receive 1 or 2 markets for free. For example; North Star has 32 markets, to pay for the full year with a single booth fee, would be $750.00 (30 markets x $25 fee(giving the vendors 2 free markets)). This option is non-refundable. If this interests you, please contact the market manager and she will help you with what fees will be owed, depending on what markets you plan on attending***.

All vendors are required to carry insurance. If you have a commercial vehicle and/or general liability insurance, please have Nevada County Certified Growers’ Market listed as the “additional name insured”. For a complete application, you must submit current proof of your automobile insurance for every vehicle that you will be using at the Market.
To become a member please choose the appropriate application – either Certified Producer or Artisan/Food Vendor. Complete the application and attach requested forms: certifications, holds harmless agreement, insurance requirements, and your $75.00 membership dues. Artisan food vendors will also need a risk assessment form with a  $25 risk asst. fee  per market you apply for.  Please read the market rules and regulations. You will be required to follow these and sign that you have read them. These and the bylaws are available online or a copy can be sent to you by request.

Attendance: Vendors must mark their start and end dates of the markets clearly and notify the market manager if they change. Vendors must also notify the market manager 24 hours in advance when they’re going to be absent from the market. If  vendors do not notify the manager of an absence then they will be charged the following market for their unused space.
Set up/break down: vendors are expected to be set up and ready for customers by the start time of all the markets. Vendors must also keep their booths set up until the close of each market. This means that if you have sold out or if you are having a slow day you can condense your booth but still make yourself approachable and welcoming to all the customers throughout the entirety of the market hours.
All three of our markets are easily accessible and have plenty of parking. We process EBT (California Fresh) at all three of our markets. We are a WIC certified market. Produce vendors must be certified to participate in the WIC program. This certification will be available at the Spring meeting or by contacting the market manager.
