Meeting Minutes

August 5th, 2019
The regular business meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioner’ of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Commissioner Harmon.  The next business meeting is scheduled for Monday, September 9th at 6:00 p.m.  The meeting minutes of July 8th were approved with changes and July 17th was approved as written.  Present were Commissioner Harmon, Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Thomson, Chief Berg and Secretary Berg.  Firefighter Phill Zimmerman as well as several community members were also present.     
Correspondence: Letter from the DNR letting us know we were not selected for the grant for a brush truck.  
Old Business:  

Generator – Commissioner Gubrud has no news yet.  
Levy Lid – Secretary Berg will work on an informational flyer to send out to the public.  Firefighter Ryan Berg will update the website with the levy information.
Community Newsletter – A newsletter was sent out.
Storm Drain – There were a few maintenance items that we need to be address with the storm drain.  Chief Berg will take care of the items. 

Septic System – We received a septic tank inspection notice for Station 2.  Since it is not a residence, we do not need to have it inspected.

Call Report – Secretary Berg gave an update on the call volume for 2019.  We are at 162 calls for the year.
New Business: 
ESCI – We received an email from ESCI about doing a survey and assessment on our fire district. Commissioner Thomson will send them an email to find out more about their services.
Landscaping – At the last community meeting, several people signed up to help with landscaping.  Secretary Berg was asked to send them an email and let them know what we need and see if they are willing to help out with that.  

Chief’s Report: 

· Air Refill Station – The parts have been ordered to upgrade the refill station.  Chief Berg asked Fire District 4 if they would pay for half of the cost to upgrade the fill station and also pay for half of the maintenance.   He had our attorney create an interlocal agreement for both Fire District 4 and Fire District 9 for the fill station.  Fire District 4 has agreed to pay half the cost of the upgrade and half the maintenance. Commissioner Thomson made a motion to approve the interlocal between district 4 and district 9 pending the questions being answered that we discussed.  Commissioner Gubrud seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
· The brush truck is back in service.  

· In service training will be on the 13th for the new air packs.

· Helitac crew has flown over 80 missions already this summer.

· Fire Chief Horn from District 13 is going to write a FEMA regional grant for bunker gear and has asked us to be a part of that grant.
· Hose testing will be in October.  Chief Berg asked for a special price for the 5 districts.

· The weeds have been sprayed at all the stations.

· A new radio was ordered from the proceeds of the Auxiliary t-shirt sale.
· Chief Berg is looking for new mirrors for the ladder truck.

· Assistant Chief Miner is going to write a FEMA grant for a brush truck.

· Two weeks ago they had a good house save.  It was an attic fire.  

· There was a brush fire last week on the Cavanaugh Road.  

· An Interlocal agreement is needed for the training box.  

Assistant Chief Report:  N/A
Public Comments:  Mark Pearson stated he would not be supporting the levy increase.  He would also like the call volume broke down by month.  Andrea Xaver asked if anyone saw the article in the paper where the Mount Vernon Fire Department saved a life with their ladder truck.  
Executive Session:  N/A
Commissioner Gubrud made a motion to approve payroll check #’s 2732-2738 and EFTPS in the amount of $4,019.41 and accounts payable check #s 2739-2754 in the amount of $5,805.40. Commissioner Thomson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
