The time of year that Keats called the 'Season of mists
and mellow fruitfulness', Autumn is a season famous
for its harvest time, turning leaves, cooling tempera-
tures and darkening nights.

Autumn as defined by the Earth's orbit around the
sun, begins on the The Equinox and Solstice which falls
on 22 or 23 September.

The word equinox comes from the Lat-

in equi (meaning equal) and nox (meaning night)
accounting for the equinox marking the time when
day and night are of equal length.

We often notice the nights begin to draw in from this
point as after the Autumn equinox, the night longer
than the day, until this is reversed at the $pring equi-
nox.

One of the most stunning signs of Autumn is the turn-
ing of the leaves. The shorter days are a sign to trees
to begin to prepare for winter.

We typically think of 'Fall' as the North American ver-
sion of the word 'Autumn’, but it was in fact in wide~
spread usage in England until relatively recently.

Originally a shortening of the phrase fall of the leaf,
the phrase was common in England in the 17th centu-
ry.

The word Autumn entered English from the
French automne and didn't become common usage
until the 18th century.
