Kansas Department of Wildlife, Parks and Tourism will be hosting a youth/mentor waterfowl 
hunt on Saturday, November 3rd, 2018 at the Marais Des Cygnes Wildlife Area. Those youth, ages 11 to 

15 years of age, who have completed a hunter safety course are eligible to participate in the youth 
mentor waterfowl hunt. A parent or guardian of the youth will be required to attend with the youth for 
the full duration of the day. Only items needed are warm Camouflage clothing and boots for the youth 
and parent/guardian. Clothing will be weather dependant.  If these clothing items are not available to 

you please contact the number below so they can be obtained prior to the hunt. All other items needed 
to waterfowl hunt will be provided. Participants are welcome to bring their own shotguns and non-toxic 
shot, however, they will be first examined for safety and to ensure they are legal for use. Space is limited 

to the first 10 youth who sign up. Also available are track chairs for those youth or mentors who are 
physically disabled.
