At the entrance to the shrine,
there will be a 7 foot bronze statue of Our Lady of Guadalupe. Seven surrounding bronze statues of our mission patron saints will bolster the spiritual
presence of our faith. Adobe dedication plaques and merchant donor plaques will also be in place. Landscaping and a security system will com-
plete the project.
