Francis cut her hair like the men and gave her a rough
tunic and veil to wear. For the sake of propriety, Clare
was placed in a Benedictine nun monastery for several
years. As more women were drawn to the simple
spirituality, a new order was founded, now known as
the Poor Clares. Despite requests from the pope
himself to relax their vow of poverty, Clare stood firm
in following the spirit of St. Francis. Clare's reputation
for virtue spread and attracted women -- rich and poor
alike -- to the new order that still exists today.
