Pr 31:10-13, 19-20, 30-31  

A Worthy Wife  
 

This passage describes a gracious wife and  
mother, faithfully dedicate to her marital  
commitment. She practiced creative fidelity in the 
marital setting of her time and culture. Women of 
our time and culture may have a few different 
occupations, but God's word for today is: Be 
faithful to your marital commitment! 
 “Creative fidelity" implies that my  
commitment will not again be put in question. 
“Give her a reward for her labors.” The element 
of reward is there, but it should be kept in its 
proper perspective. (See 30th Sunday) 
 

SECOND READING  
1 Thes 5:1-6 

[The Day of the Lord] 
 
Paul continues his reply to the Thessalonians con-
cerning the parousia (final coming of Christ), 
whose beginning we read about last Sunday. His 
answer to them is also God's word to us: Do not 
be too inquisitive about details concerning the 
hereafter. They have simply not been revealed to 
us. It is a reward (First Reading and Gospel). The 
message is: Stay awake and sober. 

Our promise and dedication towards completing the Prayer Shrine in  
honor of Our Lady of Guadalupe and the Mysteries of the Rosary perse-
veres and each day brings us closer to its completion.

Fidelity to a commitment requires constancy, courage,  
dedication, perseverance, and sometimes even heroism. 
 
"The fact is that when I commit myself, grant in principle 
that the commitment will not again be put in question. . . . 
It at once bars a certain number of possibilities; it bids me 
invent a certain modus vivendi which I would otherwise be 
precluded from envisaging. Here there appears in a rudi-
mentary form what I call creative fidelity. My behavior will 
be completely colored by this act embodying the decision 
that the commitment will not again be questioned. The 
possibility which has been barred or denied will thus be de-
moted to the rank of a temptation" (Gabriel Marcel, French 
Philosopher). 
 
We may apply this to any commitment: baptismal, marital, 
religious, the promise to do a certain job. Today's Bible 
readings describe the fidelity of both woman (First Read-
ing) and man (Gospel) to a task to which they have com-
mitted themselves. We should check our fidelity to any 
commitment we have made
