THE COMMUNION OF THE PEOPLE

®The order of the procession to the Communion Station in the Crossing is back to front, right side
first. For example, the persons seated in the back most pew on the Gospel (pulpit) side will come
torward first, and the persons in the first pew on the Epistle (lectern) side will come forward last.

¥ When processing forward, please keep to proper social distancing protocols. There are marks on
the floor to assist you. Please come forward only when there is room for you to do so.

¥ The Offertory Plate and a hand sanitizing station are located by the Crossing. When you reach this
station, remove your mask and use the hand sanitizer immediately before receiving the Sacrament.

¥ The Congregation will receive in one kind, the Body of Christ. Once you have received, replace
your mask and use the side aisle corresponding to your pew to return to your seat.
