Approval of past Meeting minutes:  The chair ask that the council turn their attention to the minutes for August 10, 2017 and October 12, 2017.  Mary Jo Adams offered the motion to accept the minutes for these dates as written and Chris Rhue  seconded the motion and the matter passed unanimously.
Monthly JCPC Program Reports

Program reports were provided electronically to council members prior to the meeting.   
Committee Reports
Membership Committee: Jamie Synan, Chair: Ms. Synan reported that Reverend T.R. Davis has resigned from the council and that he needs to be replaced as the faith based member.  She also talked about membership and how the members need to work together collaboratively.
By-Laws Committee: Tim Snead, Chair: No Report. 
Monitoring Committee: Mary Neil Thompson, Chair: Stated she will getting with committee members about monitoring dates and times.
Assessment Committee, Keith Bullard, Chair: Mr. Bullard reported on and gave highlights regarding the Scotland County statistical information that he presented as handouts at the October meeting.  Mr. Tillman gave follow up comments to the information that was presented and the posting of the RFP.  He stated looking at the Data will frame how the funding priorities are addressed on the RFP.  He also ask  that the council look at other funding sources such as Governors Crime Commission, Reynolds Foundation and the Annie E. Casey Foundation.  Mrs. Stephanie Johnson stated that there is still time to apply for Governors Crime Commission funding.
Funding Committee, Randy Jones, Chair: Talked about having everything in place so that the RFP can be posted in January 2018.
Public Awareness Committee, Noran Sanford, Chair: No Report.
Administrative Budget, Rogena Deese, Coordinator: reported that $4401.33 has been expended of the $12,000 Admin Budget.  The coordinator requested that the council make a decision as to whether they wanted a legislative breakfast this year.  After discussion about times and the possibility of including Hoke County as well as Robeson County, Mary Neil Thompson offered a motion to have the Legislative Breakfast and Mary Jo Adams seconded the motion.  The vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously.  The coordinator is to research what will be the best date and place.
Old Business: The council addressed nomination of officers. Randy Jones made a motion that we retain Mitchell McIver as Chair person and Noran Sanford as Vice Chair.  Mary Jo Adams offered the Second.  The vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously.
New Business: None
Chief Court Counselor: Mr. Jones discussed the following: 
· His staff attended the Red Ribbon event sponsored by Palmer Drug, the N.C. Attorney General was the keynote speaker and spoke on opioids and effects on the North Carolina population.

· He spoke on the basketball competition with the Multi-Purpose Group Home.

· Currently there are fewer detention lock ups

· At least one child is in the insight program, this is a special program at C.A. Dillion that juveniles are referred to in hopes of avoiding placement at a youth development center.

· The staff participated in the Multi-Purpose Home, How we doing meeting, 

· He met with Chief District Judge Brewer regarding an overview of operations of the court services office.

· He stated that he is charged by NCDPS to sponsor a Raise the Age Workshop.
Area Consultant’s Report: Mr. Tillman: Mr. Tillman shared that there is a $225 refund and that the refund should follow the same flow followed upon the receipt of the funds.  The refund check should be giving to the county and then the county should refund the money to the state.  He also shared:
· That the NC Allies information allows the programs to track how man low risk and high-risk youth they are serving.

· He passed out SPEP (Standard Program Evaluation Protocol) and discussed this with the group.

Other Community Announcements:

Mary Neil Thompson, talked about the great success of the joint effort of the Fall Festival (Growing Change) and the haunted Prison with partners from Parks and Recreation as well.
Mrs. Dorothy Tyson, informed the group about the Laurinburg Christmas Parade on December 2, 2017.  She also informed the group of an event that will be hosted at the Hylands on November 16, 2017.   
Mr. Jones shared information about an opioid training that will take place at 202 Main Street, Laurinburg, on December 5, 2017 from 9A.M. until 4 P.M…  He also stated that he and Mr. Bullard will use this as a P.R. opportunity for JCPC.
Closing Comments:   There being no further comments Mr. McIver adjourned the meeting at on or about 2:00 P.M...
