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It was a crisp, sunny day in Whitewater, 
Wisconsin.  The leaves had fallen, not 
like in Nebraska where the leaves were 
still hanging on.  It is November 1, 2014.  
A reception was held with The 
Chancellor’s Quartet playing.  After a 
Champagne Toast, the luncheon was 
held at the Young Auditorium Terrace; 
half of the room surrounded with ceiling-
to-floor windows to allow for a look at 
campus during lunch.  Hyland Hall, 
housing the Business Education National 
Hall of Fame, was visible.  After lunch, 
the plaques were unveiled, remarks were 
given by the nominators, and the plaques 
were hung in the Hall of Fame.  It was a 
GREAT day. 
 
It was a special day on the University of 
Wisconsin-Whitewater campus.  In even 
years one to three business educators are 
inducted into the Business Education 
National Hall of Fame.  One of those 
honored was Dr. Gordon F. Culver.  As 
many of you know, he is Nebraska’s Dr. 
Culver! 
 

Dr. Culver received his BS and MS in 
Business from Oklahoma State 
University.  He received his Doctorate in 
Secondary Education from University of 
Nebraska, returning later to begin his 
tenure at UNL from 1961 to 1990.  He 
served as Professor and Head of 
Business Education in the Teacher’s 
College. 
 
It would be impossible to count the 
number of students who are better people 
today because of his teaching and 
mentoring. 
 
There were many things to learn about 
Dr. Culver.  Did you ever wonder what 
his dissertation was about?  An Analysis 
of Student-Teaching Experiences In 
Selected High School Business Subjects 
was the title.  He looked at the subjects 
of Bookkeeping, General Business, 
Shorthand, and Typewriting, of course!   
 
His paper was 351 pages long, close to a 
ream of paper!  Remember this is 1958, 
no easy re-dos and probably typed more 

than once.  Can you say manual 
typewriter?  Can you say maybe carbon 
paper?  The Table of Contents took four 
pages.  There were seven appendixes in 
the back and it took seven pages to 
describe the 76 tables in the dissertation.   
 
In the acknowledgements his final 
comment was toward his first wife and 
mother of his children, Erma.  He 
acknowledged her patience, 
encouragement, and assistance.  Without 
her support this study would not have 
been started or completed.  She was the 
one who typed the final copy and he said 
it was indeed a masterful job!  You may 
remember him giving credit to Erma 
during his teaching days.  She was the 
one who kept the house going and took 
care of the children so Dr. Culver could 
do what he did best, business education.  
He and Erma were married over 50 years 
before her death.   
 
Dr. Culver was purposeful in naming 
two of his sons.  Robert Wayne Culver, 
who attended the ceremony with his 
wife, Mariann, was named after two 
faculty advisers, Robert Lowery from 
Oklahoma State and Wayne House from 
UNL who recommended Dr. Culver for 
head of Teacher’s College.  Gregg 
Culver was named after John Robert 
Gregg; ironically, Dr. Culver was given 
the John Robert Gregg award at NBEA 
in 1982. 
 
Dr. Culver represented us well as he was 
NBEA President 1977-78, National DPE 
President 1974-75, and M-PBEA 
President 1970-71.  In 1966 he 
established Alpha Upsilon Chapter of 
DPE for Nebraska.  Fortunately our 
chapter is still going strong, unlike many 
other chapters who have dissolved. 
 
Besides his career in Business 
Education, he served three years in the 
U. S. Army in World War II.  He rose 
from Private to Master Sergeant, 
utilizing his secretarial and

Business Education National Hall of Fame

Dr. Calhoun and Dr. Culver are now permanently housed in the Business 
Education National Hall of Fame in Hyland Hall,  

University of Wisconsin-Whitewater. 
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administrative management skills.  In March, 1945, at Klatovy, 
Czechoslovakia, on VE Day, he was awarded the Bronze Star 
Medal for Meritorious Service.   
 
After retirement, he became a Master Gardner and volunteered 
many hours of community service.  He also was involved in 
SAGE (Sharing Across Generations for Enrichment) which is 
now known as OLLI (Osher Lifelong Learning Institute).  He 
taught 28 classes for OLLI and served on the advisory board. 
 
Dr. Culver lived his life to the fullest.  He always had a smile on 
his face, a twinkle in his eye, a quick pace when walking, and 
the most positive attitude anyone could possess.  He expected us 
to be professionally involved.  He mentored hundreds of pre-
service students, new teachers, and graduate students.  He had a 
passion for Nebraska Football!  He was so respected that to this 
day, many find it hard to call him Gordon. 
 
During the last 16 years of his life he was married to Sid Hahn 
Culver, who survives.  Besides being in charge of Foreign 
Language at UNL like Dr. Culver was to Business Education, 
she was an accomplished musician.  Their home together for 
many years was large enough for her piano.  When M-PBEA 
was in Lincoln one year, Sid provided the music during the 
Awards Banquet.  Their last attendance at M-PBEA occurred in 
Kansas.  When word got out they had arrived, Nebraskans 
hurried over to greet “our” Dr. Culver.  It was a moment to 
remember and cherish. 
 
The other inductee was Dr. Calfrey C. Calhoun, nominated by 
Dr. Wanda Stitt-Gohdes.  She was just as passionate about Dr. 
Calhoun as I was about Dr. Culver!  Dr. Calhoun (1928-2007) 
was NBEA President from 1980-81 and received the John 
Robert Gregg Award in 1981.  If you are an M-PBEA member, 
you can read a bit more about him in the Winter 2014 Notes and 
Quotes. 
 

To date 34 people are in the Business Education National Hall 
of Fame.  Dr. Culver and Fred E. Winger (who was from 
Oregon, but began in Nebraska where he received his BA at 
UNL in 1934) are the only Nebraskans.  Nebraska has every 
reason to be proud of one of the newest inductees.  The Notes 
and Quotes article also mentions M-PBEA members who have 
been inducted. 
 
Nominations are taken by May 1 in even numbered years.  
Nominees must have made a difference for Business Education 
and have been deceased at least three years by the nomination 
deadline.  If you have someone you would like to nominate, 
email Karla Saeger at saegerk@uww.edu for information and 
the nomination form.  
 
It was my privilege to nominate and speak for Dr. Culver at the 
induction.  It was a perfect day and I would not have changed a 
thing. 
 
. . . Later in the day the Nebraska Cornhuskers prevailed against 
the Purdue Boilermakers 35-14.  Dr. Culver looked down over 
Nebraska and thought to himself, “It was a GREAT day!”
