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AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE WORTHINGTON CODE OF ORDINANCES, CHAPTER 3 OF TITLE III, SECTION 3-3-17: STOPS AT INTERSECTING THROUGH HIGHWAYS AND OTHER INTERSECTIONS BY ADDING THE REQUIREMENT FOR A STOP SIGN ON 3RD ST. NE AT ITS INTERSECTION WITH 1ST AVE E. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WORTHINGTON, IA THAT: Chapter 3 of Title III, Section 3-3-17: Stops at Intersecting Through Highways and Other Intersections is amended to read as follows:  

[bookmark: _GoBack]3-3-17 STOPS AT INTERSECTING THROUGH HIGHWAYS AND OTHER INTERSECTIONS. At the intersections of through highways and at intersections upon streets other than through highways, where, because of heavy cross-traffic or other traffic conditions, particular hazard exists, the Mayor or designee is hereby authorized to determine whether vehicles shall stop or yield at one or more entrances to the intersection and shall present recommendations to the Council, and, upon approval of the Council, shall erect an appropriate sign at every place where a stop or yield is required. 

The following stop signs are authorized by the City Council of the City of Worthington
1. all vehicles driving in a southernly direction on 3rd St. NE to stop at the intersection of 3rd St. NE and 1st Ave E. 

The passage of this ordinance authorizes the Mayor to direct the appropriate City employees to place and maintain the above described stop sign. 

The requirement of Council consideration and vote for passage of this ordinance at two Council meetings prior to the meeting of passage was suspended by recorded vote of at least three-fourths of Council members this 16th day of September 2019.
