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Single and Double rooms are $90 per night. A single per-
son in a 2-bed room will pay $90 per night. Two people
would each pay $45 per night.

If you have two people in a
triple room, the charge would be $96/2=$48. If you have
three people in a triple room, the charge would be
$96/3=$32 per night.

Class Registration Information

2. You must use the form provided (or a copy) to register.

3. All fees are to be paid at the time of registration. Along
with your registration fee, you must include the
teacher fees (4 or 6 hour class). Do not include the
project fee. That is to be paid to the teacher the day of
the class.

4. Enclose a self-addressed, stamped envelope or e-mail
address with your registration. Class confirmations will be
returned by snail mail if a self-addressed envelope is pro-
vided, otherwise, confirmations will be emailed.

5. We are offering a one-day registration for people who can
only attend one day of retreat. The one-day registration
fee is $15.00 ($20.00 after the April 3, 2025 deadline). If
you choose to attend only on Sunday and wish to stay for
the banquet, please note that the registration fee remains
$40.00 to cover the cost of the banquet.

6. Only those registered for the retreat may take classes.
Your multi-day registration fee includes the Sunday Ban-
quet. Banquet tickets are non-transferable.

7. List your classes in the order of preference. You will be
given your second choice only if your first choice is
unavailable.

8. Refunds will be made for classes which are cancelled due
to insufficient enrollment.

9. Refunds will be made to those who cancel their attend-
ance provided a written request is made prior to April 3,
2025 .

10. Additional classes may be purchased at the registration
desk at the retreat, if available.

11. A late fee of $5.00 will be charged if registering after April
3, 2025.

This will cause a hardship for you, the teacher, and other
students. Please be considerate of others.
