            d) Dumpsters – the City is in need of more dumpsters.  Today’s price for 36 dumpsters
                             is $25,000.00.  Item to be considered for the 2023-24 budget

                        e) New Police vehicle – the Police Department has been short on vehicles since the 

                            2018 Silverado was totaled.  Tommy Brooks of Moore County Emergency Management

                            has located a 2023 4WD Tahoe that is available now for $52,500.00.  The vehicle will

                            need to be outfitted with about $15.000.00 worth of equipment and should be ready for
                            use in about 6 months. There is the insurance payout from the 2018 Silverado of around

                            $27,00.00 which will be used toward this purchase. The order and purchase of a new vehicle
                            cannot be done until September 2023 with an estimated delivery time of 6 months with an

                            additional 6 months to get the vehicle equipped.
