CHILDREN’S MESSAGE 
 
SERMON: Rev. Kevin Beebe, Director, Camp Lutherwood 

In 1947, Captain Alexander Roy’s Fishing Resort on Lake Sammish south of Bellingham became Camp 

Lutherwood when The Lutheran Camping Association made a $10,000 dollar down payment on the over 

45 acres. Since then Lutherwood has shared the Gospel of Jesus Christ amongst the evergreens, on the 

water and high in the air for countless of youth. 

With over 1500 feet of shoreline, this camp is a unique setting that cannot be duplicated anywhere else. 

It attracts campers from all over the US because of its access to the Salish Sea and Mount Baker.  

Kevin comes to Lutherwood excited for the ways this camp can be a linchpin in the development of faith 

for all people, removing us from the busyness of our lives to the mystery of God found so readily within 

the song of creation.
