the Key Stage. 
• To support full inclusion for identified pupils, removing barriers and 
enabling access to social, academic and cultural opportunities.

Funds are used to ensure staff support in all classes for interventions. 
A Professional Development and Training plan targets CPD for all staff 
towards the ability to deliver quality first teaching in Reading, Writing 
and Maths and to deliver swift interventions. 

Funding is provided for ICT software which demonstrates impact on 
pupil achievement (Mathletics, Lexia, Clicker) and hardware to give 
access (IPADs Notebooks). 

Funding is provided for cultural and social opportunities, including 
breakfast and after school clubs, trips, visits and experiences.

The spending plan for 2014 2015 will focus on embedding successful practice 
leading to high standards for eligible pupils.   Writing (Talk For Writing extension –
training and resources) will continue as a focus and will be targeted towards new 
staff and increased resources for spelling, grammar and genre writing.  Staff in FS 
and KS2 will be increased  to offer greater support to vulnerable pupils and provide 
timely, targeted interventions.  
ECAR will no longer be  funded so school will target its PP towards this proven 
strategy. 
The impact of a creative curriculum which includes access to trips; residential and 
day visits; cultural, musical and sporting activities has been seen to enhance welfare, 
social skills, ambition and aspiration leading to better engagement, increased 



attendance and ultimately learning therefore will also be continued in to the coming 
year. 
The school will look towards purchasing an Iris camera to support with coaching, 
mentoring and improving teaching and leadership.
