DIGITAL EDUCATION

Digital Education is introduced during the school day via a software program that enables computer to large screen. This
has been created to enhance learning experiences on a whole group scale.

LITTLE TECHS - TECHNOLOGY INSTRUCTION

Little Techs is a weekly program that exposes your child to an enriched curriculum through the use of iPads. Each child is
challenged by leveled work through concepts in math, geography, literacy, and science. Research shows that students in
technology-rich environments experience positive effects on achievement in all major subject areas. In addition,
students’ attitudes toward learning, and their own self-concept, improve consistently when technology is used for
instruction. The Little Techs program enhances the age-appropriate progress of students in attaining the state-adopted
performance standards, and helps prepare students for the following grade level based on Florida State Standards. In
addition, we have incorporated ipad/large screen use into many of our classroom operations.
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Music EDUCATION - CHRISTINE VANHORN

The National Standards for Music Education in Elementary School is used as a foundation in the creation of our lesson
plans. We also include sing- a-longs, finger plays through characters and how music tells a story.

Some topics covered during the school year at Kids’ Stuff are:

e Steady Beat (tempo)

e Fast vs Slow (tempo)

e Loud vs Soft (dynamics)

e High vs Low (pitch)

e Melodic Direction (music scale)
e Steps, Skips & Leaps (intervals)

These elements are explored using Kids’ Stuff classroom instruments. We discuss each instrument’s timbre (tone ‘color’)
and how the sound is produced. These typically include:

e Metal Instruments: bells/tambourines/triangles/tambourine sticks/finger cymbals
e Wooden Instruments: tone block/sand block/rhythm sticks
e Drums: lollipop /tom tom /bongo /gathering

MELODIC INSTRUMENTS
e Hand bells
o Cow bells
e Boomwackers
e Step bells
e Resonator bells
e Xylophones

We study the different Orchestra families: Percussion, String, Woodwind and Brass.

We also spend time studying “Genre” & “Music that Tells a Story” and we incorporate creative musical projects.

PERFORMANCES
The students enjoy preparing for and performing during the annual Christmas Sing a Long. Our Kindergarten, First, and

Second Grade students also participate in an End of Year Award Ceremony. This is an amazing opportunity to display the
various musical skills learned throughout the year.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Kids’ Stuff promotes exercise as a necessary science to strengthen our bodies and minds. Our Physical Education
Program is designed by our Physical Education/Exercise Science Coach, Miss Kara Garcia. She incorporates sessions such
as muscle strengthening, whole body conditioning, teamwork and good sportsmanship ethics as well as educating the
children with nutrition information and how to make smart food choices.
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CHARACTER EDUCATION

There are other considerations, besides program academics, that influence a child’s success in (and out) of school.
Among these are feelings of capability and personal significance, and the capacity to formulate positive and constructive
choices in the face of disappointment and challenges.

Using methods designed for early elementary grades, our character education program helps our children:

o Develop and improve upon important positive thinking skills,
cope with unfounded fears,

recognizing frustration and anger, yet develop control,
realize competencies,

recognize self-worth

build upon failures

celebrate success

how to be a good friend.

Our approach to building positive self-esteem and character skills are built into our daily program. We recognize and
praise all success. Character building is a daily experience through: sharing, sharing stories, story discussion, songs,
eating family style, practicing how to be a good friend, respecting adults and peers and using our manners.

Academic concepts are initially introduced to create a baseline on each child.
Observed and displayed levels could range from Advanced Pre-Kindergarten,
Kindergarten Ready, First Grade Ready, Second Grade Ready, with concepts of
Third Grade.

Your child could display knowledge and grasp the given subject matter on varied
grade levels. Creating this initial baseline helps guide the teacher on which skills
and concepts to introduce first.

First Grade Concepts will be introduced upon mastery of Kindergarten skills by
subject. Second Grade Concepts will be introduced upon mastery of First Grade.
This could be at any time during the school year.

He would be with kids around his own
age, instead of too young or much older. He would learn what he needed to join the public school the next year. If he skyrocketed
forward, we could feel confident that he would do great in first grade, and if he struggled a little, we could start him in kindergarten
at the public school.

We signed him up. And let me tell you, that first day of school, | knew right away we made the right decision. He was going back to
Kids' Stuff, which always felt like home. That was such a relief for me. But for him, he could feel as though he was moving forward.
He got to go to the schooler house, which was a big deal to him. He got to go to the big kids' playground. He got his own cubby and
his name on the table.

This year has been wonderful. There are just not enough good words to say about Miss Vanessa. She teaches with such patience and
kindness and enthusiasm.

Miss Vanessa sent me a picture of
Chris in front of the class performing a magic trick. That was such a special moment, because | could see the confidence he had
gained this year in KS Kindergarten.

He loves his classmates and his teacher. The kids are all so good to one another, which is clearly Miss Vanessa's influence, as well as
the rest of the Kids' Stuff team.

There were also logistical benefits we hadn't considered: Tuition is very affordable. It was what we had been accustomed to paying
up until VPK, so we already knew it was well within our budget. Included in the cost is before and after care, which was a huge
benefit to our family. Technology is also included in the cost. Thanksgiving, Christmas, New Year and Spring break weeks are tuition-
free, but childcare is available still on those weeks. Also, did | mention Miss Vanessa is awesome?

I honestly can't say enough good things about Kids' Stuff Kindergarten. If you also have a kiddo on the cusp or if you just aren't ready
to consider a large public school, | would highly recommend this path. This year has been so special for Chris and our family. So far
the only problem | have is that he doesn't want to leave. And | don't really want him to.
