children. Our funding of the new English-
language lab for the SOS Children’s Village
is an example of this assistance. It shows how
the United States and Pakistan can work
together to improve the lives of Pakistan’s
children,” said Ambassador Olson at the
inauguration of the English lab.

When asked about the impact of this English
language lab, SOS Children’s Village of
Islamabad Chairperson, Ms. Naznin Murtaza,
said, “English has become the common
language of business and education
throughout the world. However, most of the
SOS children are from backgrounds that have
not afforded them the opportunities to learn
English. The new U.S.-funded English
language lab will help these children overcome
that challenge and equip them with English-
language skills so they can rise as far as their
talent and hard work will take them.”

The SOS Children’s Village of Islamabad was

established in July 2011, and is currently
supporting 92 boys and girls, along with 13
mothers. Most of these children are from Azad
Jammu and Kashmir, and were orphaned by
the devastat ing 2005 ear thquake.

This initiative is one part of a comprehensive
U.S. education assistance program, which
includes building or rehabilitating nearly 800
schools; launching new degree programs in
education at 90 teacher colleges and
universities; providing scholarships for 12,000
students to study in Pakistan; and operating
the largest Fulbright academic exchange
program in the world.

The U.S. Ambassador’s Fund is a $15 million
grant program managed by USAID and
implemented under a contract with the
National Rural Support Program (NRSP). The
fund provides opportunities for Pakistani
NGOs, civil society groups, private sector
organizations, and communities to apply for
and receive funding assistance to improve
basic economic or social conditions at the
local community level and support high-
impact, quick-implementation activities.

The
photo exhibit provided glimpses of everyday
life in Pakistan, as well as beautiful shots of
famous landmarks such as Faisal Mosque in
Islamabad.

The 17 photographers were selected from
more than 250 applicants in a rigorous
application process to participate in the USAID-
funded training program, which included two
sessions led by esteemed National
Geographic photographers. Muhammad
Rizwan, a 25-year old man from Jandola,

Frontier Regions Tank, said, "Before the
National Geographic Photo Camp I was using
my mobile camera to take pictures and did
not know how to take a really good photo.
Now I understand the editing process and
how to select one great picture out of many."

The National Geographic Photo Camp
introduced photographic storytel l ing
techniques that encouraged the aspiring young
photographers to explore their unique
perspectives and styles. They also learned
how to tell their stories with others outside of
FATA.

Huma Gul,  a 22-year-old business
administration student at the University of

Peshawar, said, "National Geographic gave
me the opportunity to learn photography from
some of the most skilled photographers in the
world. I also learned that I could tell important
stories through photography, something I was
not aware of before this training program."

In addition to supporting young photographers,
the U.S. government is funding the construction
and rehabilitation of more than 650 kilometers
of road in FATA and neighboring areas. These
new roads will provide families with better
access to health facilities, allow farmers to
more easily take their goods to markets, and
help local governments provide better services
to rural communities throughout the region.

Karachi, June 28, 2013 - U.S. Ambassador
Richard Olson launched the $387 million
Maternal and Child Health (MCH) Program
today. The Ambassador and the Sindh
Secretary of Health, Mr. Inamullah Khan
Dharejo, signed a Memorandum of
Understanding for this five-year project at an
event in Karachi. Under this initiative, the U.S.
Agency for International Development (USAID)
will support Pakistan's efforts to reach more
mothers and children with integrated family
planning, maternal, newborn, and child health
services, and ultimately reduce maternal and
child mortality rates.

Speaking at the occasion, Ambassador Olson
said, "The main goal of the Maternal and Child
Health Program, whose launch we
commemorate today, is to dramatically reduce
maternal and infant mortality. This includes
ambitious targets such as averting 4,000
maternal deaths, reducing infant mortality by
13%, and increasing the use of skilled birth
attendants by 38%. This will be another
landmark for U.S.-Pakistan cooperation in the
health sector."

The MCH Program aims to support innovative
approaches for strengthening the capacity of
Pakistan's public and private sectors by
delivering high-impact, evidence-based health
interventions such as service delivery,
awareness raising, and health-system
strengthening. The MCH Program will also
provide technical assistance to the health and
population sectors at the federal, provincial,
and district levels to reform and improve
service delivery.

The MCH Program will help forge partnerships
between international and local health experts
and Pakistan's vibrant private sector to bring
cutting-edge health approaches and models
to Sindh, Punjab, and Khyber Pakhtunkhwa.
Through these efforts, more women will have
access to emergency obstetric care, modern
contraception, and quality essential newborn
care. New mothers will also be provided with
critical information regarding hygiene, nutrition,
immunizations, and treatment of common
illnesses for their children through the first five
years of life.

This new MCH Program continues a five-

decade-old tradition of U.S. support to Pakistan
in building and improving a quality healthcare
system. During the 1950's the United States
helped Pakistan establish the Jinnah
Postgraduate Medical Centre (JPMC). In the
1960s the United States helped introduce oral
rehydration kits to Pakistan, as well as
decreased the number of malaria cases from
seven million to less than 10,000. More
recently, in the past three years, the United
States has helped Pakistan build two hospitals
(one at the JPMC in Karachi and another in
Bagh), while construction of a third, a state-
of-the-art medical center in Jacobabad, is
underway. The United States has also helped
Pakistan reconstruct and equip 155 health
units, triple the size of and modernize the
Central Warehouse for Health Commodities
in Karachi, and helped thousands of medical
professionals upgrade thei r  sk i l ls .

Islamabad, June 13, 2013 – Pakistani exporters
learned today about opportunities to sell over
3,500 products duty-free in the United States at
a seminar jointly sponsored by the U.S. and
Pakistani governments.

Exporters from Peshawar, Karachi, Rawalpindi,
Islamabad, and the Federally Administered Tribal
Areas (FATA) participated in a video seminar
that detailed the advantages of the Generalized
System of Preferences (GSP) program, which
offers Pakistani exporters duty-free market
access to the United States for 3,511 products.
 At viewing sites in Karachi and Islamabad,
Pakistani exporters heard how to take advantage
of the GSP program for a range of products,
including certain manufactured items and inputs,
jewelry, agricultural products, chemicals,
minerals, marble and carpets.

“The United States supports Pakistan’s economic
revival,” said U.S. Embassy economic officer
Brandon Possin.  He said that the such video
seminars and similar initiatives demonstrate the
U.S. emphasis on “trade not just aid” and moving
the U.S.-Pakistan relationship toward one based
on increased economic connections and private
sector innovation.  “The United States buys more
Pakistani exports than any other country, and
we want this economic relationship to continue
to grow and create jobs in both countries,” said

Possin at the Pakistan Institute of Trade and
Development (PITAD), which hosted the
Islamabad viewing site.

Deputy Assistant U.S. Trade Representative Bill
Jackson told seminar participants that U.S.
imports from Pakistan under the GSP program
surged by 49% in 2012, reaching $195 million,
one of the largest increases among all major
GSP beneficiary countries.

Ninety-five Pakistani Students Set to
Embark on U.S - funded Undergraduate
Study, Islamabad
U.S. Deputy Chief of Mission Ambassador
Richard Hoagland congratulated 95 Pakistani
students traveling to the United States for
undergraduate study as part of the U.S.
government-funded Global Undergraduate
(Global UGRAD) Program. "The United States
has a long tradition of embracing international
students and celebrating the diversity that
they bring to our campuses and country,
which is why we receive more foreign students
than any other country in the world," said
Ambassador Hoagland. "We welcome more
than 1,000 Pakistanis in the United States
each year on our many exchange programs,
which clearly demonstrates the depth of our
commitment to Pakistan's young people."
Ninety-five Pakistani students will soon depart
for a semester of study at U.S. colleges and
universities under the Global UGRAD
fellowship program, an initiative of the U.S.
Department of State. The U.S. government
fully funds these fellowships for the entire
period of study. The United States Educational
Foundation in Pakistan (USEFP) administers
the program.

"The really exciting thing about this group of
undergraduates is that so many of these
students come from remote or economically
disadvantaged areas of Pakistan." said Rita
Akhtar, Executive Director of USEFP at a pre-

departure orientation to help students prepare
to study in the United States. Akhtar noted
that this year's group includes 36 students
from Punjab, 28 from Sindh, 20 from Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa, 14 from Gilgit-Baltistan, nine
from Balochistan, four from AJK, three from
FATA, and two from Islamabad Capital
Territory. Fifty-four percent of the students are
women. Students will pursue degrees in a
wide variety of disciplines, including
humanities and social sciences, engineering,
basic sciences, law, art and design,
economics, and business administration. The
students are attending more than 50 different
colleges and universities located throughout
the United States.

The Global UGRAD program was launched
in the fall of 2010 when the first cohort of
around 50 students departed for the United
States. More than 600 students have
participated in the program to-date. USEFP
is a bi-national commission established in
1950 by the governments of Pakistan and the
United States. USEFP's mission is to promote
mutual understanding between the American
and Pakistani people through educational
and cultural exchange. Since its inception 63
years ago, nearly 4,000 Pakistanis and more
than 800 Americans have participated in
USEFP-administered exchange programs.
