Students will finish/ present final projects and book reports, have
final ZOOM meetings and be given time to complete all unfinished work. You will be
asked to help your student(s) gather and label all of their homework and assignments to
be turned in to teachers to be graded and to clean, uncover and sanitize text books to
be returned to school.

June 1 -5 will be “Turn In days”. You will need to schedule an appointment
(much like a report card conference) to come to school and return all of your student’s
belongings - more information on this to come.
