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SCHEDULING

Scheduling and billing take place on a monthly basis. All schedule conflicts &
changes are to be submitted directly to the studio manager either in response to
our monthly schedule check in Google Form or directly via text, phone or email.
Conflicts submitted only to an instructor will not be honored and may result in
missed lessons that will not be made up or credited

A minimum of 24 hour notice given by parent or guardian is required for any
schedule conflicts or changes. Lessons cancelled with less than 24 hours notice
will be considered missed lessons and will not be rescheduled or credited.
Exceptions due to illness and/or emergencies will be made the discretion of the
instructor and studio manager

If an instructor arrives for a lesson and the student is not present, the
instructor will wait one third (1/3) of the total scheduled lesson time. After
that time is up, the instructor will move on to their next student(s) and the lesson
will be treated as a missed lesson

If three (3) missed lessons with no prior communication of the cancellation
occur in a calendar year students may lose their lesson day/time slot.
Exceptions due to illness and/or emergencies will be made the discretion of the
instructor and studio manager

All cancelled-in-advance lessons, aside from holidays and pre-approved or
extended vacations, will be rescheduled. Make up lessons will occur either by
pre-recorded video, written & emailed lesson plan, virtually or in person at an
agreed upon day/time slot coordinated by the studio manager

One (1) reschedule/make up lesson will be allotted per student, per month.
Any other cancellations will be considered missed lessons. Exceptions due to
illness and/or emergencies will be made the discretion of the instructor and
studio manager

Lessons are not transferable between students of the same household
unless previously agreed upon at least 24 hours in advance with notice given
to the studio manager. Last minute lesson transfer attempts may result in o
missed lesson

Two weeks (14 days) notice is required for students who wish to take an
extended break from or discontinue lessons. Refunds or credits will not be
granted for any lessons left in the current month or billing cycle under any
circumstance

If a student wishes to discontinue or take an extended break from lessons,
their day/time slot is not guaranteed upon their return. A 50% non- L
refundable deposit may be placed on a day/time slot if a hold is desired ﬁﬂM

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ILLNESS, SAFETY & TRAVEL

Please give as much notice as possible for cancellations due to iliness
or emergency. We realize that these things may arise with less than 24
hour notice. Exceptions to our policies due to illness and/or emergencies
will be made at the discretion of the instructor and studio manager.

If a student or family member residing in the home where lessons take
place is ill (even with a small cold) please notify the studio manager
right away. |f a student is sick enough to stay_home from school or work,
they_are too sick to have a lesson! Please keep everyone safe by
rescheduling. We will do the same if your instructor is not well

It is the instructor's choice to attend a lesson if a student or family
member residing in the home where lessons take place is ill. If an
instructor arrives and finds someone to be sick in the household they may
leave immediately and the lesson(s) will be considered missed lessons
Clean your instruments regularly. Look up proper cleaning methods for
your particular make/model and perform them often to keep everyone
safe and healthy and your instrument in good working order

If students live in an area where free parking is not available, parking
fees will be calculated and added to your monthly invoice. Lessons By
Brooke & Company and our instructors are not responsible for paid
parking for regular, weekly lessons

Keep your instructor's safety in mind during inclement weather.
Driveways and walkways must be clear of snow, ice & debris. I an
instructor does not feel safe they may leave immediately and the lesson(s)
will be considered missed lessons

Instructors may arrive within 5 minutes of the scheduled lesson time.
We will always do our best to arrive at our scheduled time; however, when
we are experiencing inclement weather, construction, rush hour traffic,
trains, etc, teachers are allotted a 5 min grace period.
