Report from Sr. Mary-Consolata, SMMC, Chaplaincy of St. Anthony’s Hospital Dzodze, Ghana 

The Ghana Rice Project >>> 

It was but a moment of Joy to have received Humanitarian Food Assistance from the Salvatorian Mission Warehouse. Mass was celebrated 

at the Hospital Chapel for the intentions of our donors and all who work in collaboration with Salvatorian Mission. The theme for the day 

was Matthew 25:35-36 and prayers were said for our donors that they may receive a Prophets reward for their generosity. 

 

In total 586 people benefited from the Rice: 

Patients and their Attendants 332 

People Living with HIV and AIDS 67 

Aged and Marginalized 164 

Orphans and Children in need 23 

 

I would like to inform you with great pleasure that our project was a huge success and I would like to thank all of you from the core of my 

heart. We are happy and grateful to you for your positive attitude. It would have not been possible without your hard work and dedication. 

The people appreciate you and pray for you. 

 

On behalf of our patients and clients, the less privilege. I pray for God's abundant blessings for you and all whose efforts contributed to 

feeding the less endowed. 

 

Now he who supplies seed to the sower and bread for food will also supply and increase your store of seed and will enlarge the harvest of 

your righteousness.

A schedule was discussed with our 

partners in Ghana in which 110,000 

lbs of rice would be distributed for 

the Easter celebration this year. Due 

to falling exchange rates, however, 

the plan had to be accelerated and 

the rice purchased more than a 

month early. Because we purchased 

early, much of the rice was already 

in the hands of those who needed it 

most when the pandemic hit Ghana.

"I was sent a case of a 14-year-old girl 

who has been in bed since she was born 

as she is paraplegic. Her mother has 

little economic resources. The girl 

needed a special wheelchair and the 

mother asked if we might have one. That 

chair came to me in the last container 

and I kept it because it cannot be given to 

just any person, but was perfect for the 

girl. The mother was crying. It is difficult 

to watch a person cry with happiness, but 

God is perfect."
