last member of the immediate Charles F. Parham family
passed away

Mrs. Esther M. Rardin, 76, of 607 Military, died early
Thursday morning, November 13, 1975, at her home after
suffering an apparent heart attack.

She was born November 29, 1898, at Topeka, Kansas.
Her parents were the late Rev. and Mrs. Charles F. Parham
who were the founders of the Apostolic Faith Movement.
She has lived in the Baxter Springs area for many years and
was a faithful member of the Apostolic Faith Church of
Baxter Springs.

She is survived by her husband, Ernest Rardin; two
sons, Charles Rardin, Petaluma, California, and DeWayne
Rardin, Joplin, Missouri; a daughter, Mrs. Roberta Conrow,
Inola, Oklahoma; 10 grandchildren and six great-grandchil-
dren.

Funeral services were held at 2:30 p.m. Sunday, No-
vember 16, 1975, at the Apostolic Faith Church. The Rev.
Jack Cornell officiated, assisted by Rev. Paul Clanton and
Rev. George Hintergardt. Sis. Kathryn Cornell was the
organist and she and Sis. Joan Cooper and Naomi Busch
sang two trios; “Because He Lives” and “Blessed Assur-
ance”.

Clanton. Burial was in the Baxter Springs Cemetery under
the direction of the Schurman Funeral Home.

BRIEF HISTORY OF THE PARHAM FAMILY

The Apostolic Faith Movement was born in a Bible
School called the Bethel Bible School conducted in Topeka,
Kansas in 1900-1901. Bro. and Sis. Charles F. Parham pur-
chased what has been known down through the years as the
old Parham home in about 1911, although they had rented
and lived in Baxter before this time. It was a large brick
building which had been built for a brewery before
prohibition came into Kansas. It was located at 7th and East
streets. It remained their home and Claude and Robert’s
families lived there for sometime after their deaths. It is
now torn down except for the old basement archway and is
in the process of being made into a park with a Historical
Museum on the grounds by and for the city. We are to
furnish pictures and information of the Parhams and the
Movement for the Museum. Bro. Charles F. Parham died in
January 29, 1929, His wife Sarah E. in December 28, 1937.
Her sister Lillian Thistlethwaite who lived with them many
years died in 1939. They had six children, Claude W. who
passed away February, 1941, his wife Lula Wene Parham
died December 1, 1972. Esther Rardin was their only
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daughter and their second child. Their third child, Charles,
passed away in infancy. Philip died in 1963, his wife, Virgie,
preceeded him in death in 1955. Wilfred C. died May 17,
1948, his wife, Alice is still living in California. Their
daughter, Bonnie, lives in Spain. Robert L. died June 1,
1944, his wife, Pauline, is teaching in the Christ For the
Nations School in Dallas, Texas, at this writing. Their
daughter, Roberta (Bobi) Hromas, lives in California, and
has a son and a daughter. Robert and Pauline’s son, Charles
Fowler Parham, died at the age of 19 in 1957. Claude,
Wilfred and Robert were all ministers and their wives were
too. Philip was not but his wife, Virgie, preached for many
years. We, as a movement and the Pentecostal World are
indebted to this family and their consecration to bring to us
the Gospel in its fullness and the truth of the infilling of the
Holy Spirit in His Baptismal power. What a wonderful
heritage these grandchildren, great-grandchildren and
great-great-grandchildren that remain have.

OBITUARY OF JAMES JACKSON

James Riley Jackson, 86, of 807 E. Locust Street, of
Doniphan, Missouri, died at the Veterans Hospital in Poplar
Bluff, Missouri, Friday following a lingering illness. He was
aretired oil field rig builder and a retired farmer.

Born at St. Joseph, Missouri, on September 28, 1889, he
had lived in Ripley County since 1933. On December 25, 1919
he married Premelia Languell in Ripley County. He was a
member of the Full Gospel Church. Mr. Jackson was a
World War I veteran.

FEvangelism Themes

Evangelism and spreading the gospel is of extreme
importance today because the world is searching and crying
for peace as never before. It is evident though, man’s search
is futile and misdirected. A person can observe the ever-
increasing violence, crime and demoralizing of nations.

Matthew 24:6,7 “And ye shall hear of wars and rumours
of wars; See that ye be not troubled; for all these things
must come to pass, but the end is not yet. For nation shall
rise against nation, and kingdom against, kingdom; and
there shall be famines, and pestilences, and earthquakes, in
divers places.”

These signs have been rising to everyone’s attention
within the last few years. Needless to say, for a war to break
out in a foreign nation is almost becoming a common event.
The United States seems to be slipping further down the
scale as being a peaceful nation. The Patricia Hearst
kidnapping mix-up has been on the headlines of our news for
many months.

Alcoholism is on an ever increasing incline along with
suicide. Alcholics on the street today tend to be younger and
more violent than in the past, and more often they are
women, according to the Indiana Division of Addiction
Services. The report said as estimated 360,000 Hoosier’s are
“heavy drinkers” consuming an average of three or four
drinks every day. A state agency estimated more than 10
per cent of those 14 years old qualify as “heavy drinkers”.

Suicide victims formerly tended to be successful but
overburdened middleaged businessmen, but in recent years
the victim is more likely to be a teen-aged youngster. . .An
eleven-year-old from Rockford, Illinois, killed herself, as
was said by a Chaplain from there. Suicide has become the
third largest or highest cause of death among young people
aged eighteen to twenty-five.

WHY EVANGELISM?
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Pestilences and diseases are also a foretold sign being
fulfilled. An epedimic of Encephalitis has broken out in
Mississippi within the last month. A probable or confirmed
number of 128 cases of Encephalities occured in Rural Mis-
sissippi resulting in 32 deaths. In Illinois, 129 persons were
suspected of having come down with the disease, three died.
This disease, an inflamation of the brain caused headaches,
fever and lethargy which sometimes leads to a coma and
death. The virus is harbored by migratory birds and trans-
mitted by mosquitoes from bird to bird. When the mosquito
population is unusually large the virus is transmitted from
bird to man.

The school systems have become the center of attention
because of violence. Students have been kept away from the
classroom because of rioting, because of busing, and striking
for higher pay. In the month of September a total of 50,000
teachers across the nation, were on strike. This act kept
nearly one million children out of school. In Chicago 27,000
teachers were out and 530,000 students were affected.

Three school principals told Colorado school executives
that the weakening of the family structure is primarily
responsible for the increase in school vandalism and
violence. Getting parents involved with the school reduced
destruction of school property by students.

The breaking down or separating of the family
structure appears to be ever increasing. Divorces are be-
coming a common happening (tragedy) just as wars and
other forms of violence are.

Another strong importance for Evangelism is to
prevent and save followers of Christ from being deceived.

Matthew 24:24 “For there shall arise false Christs, and
false prophets, and shall show great signs and wonders: in so
much that if it were possible, they shall deceive the very
elect.” :

I Timothy 3:13 “But evil men and seducers shall wax
worse and worse, deceiving and being deceived.”

We must be strengthened and put on the full armour of
God to withstand the wiles of satan.

Ephesians 6:11, 14-17 “Put on the whole armour of God,
that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil.
Stand therefore, having your loins gird about with truth,
and having on the breast plate of righteousness; and your
feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace; Above
all, taking the shield of faith, Wherewith ye shall be able to
quence all the fiery darts of the wicked. And take the helmet
of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of
God;”

We are commanded to be prepared and to go preach the
gospel unto all nations. If one cannot see the importance of
Evangelism from the fulfilling of foretold signs; just the
commandment should cause one to evangelize.

Mark 16:15 And he said unto them. Go ye unto all the
world, and preach the gospel to every creature.
