WHEREAS, the City hereby awards referenced project to the low responsible bidder, Prairie Contractors, 

LLC, in the amount of $3,028,600.00, all as per concurrence by FP&C of this contract award on 

November 23,2021; and 

 



WHEREAS, the City hereby certifies the evidence of current commitment of funds and available of 

required match for all funds in excess of state funding for said project; and 

 

WHEREAS, the city hereby certifies that procurement was in accordance with the public bid laws in the 

state of Louisiana; and 

WHEREAS, the City authorizes ist Mayor, Jennifer Vidrine, to execute all documents for said project, 

including but not limited to construction contract, reimbursement request, etc. and 

 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Ville Platte hereby has budgeted by this resolution 

as additional $2,634,355.55 said amount to supplement and expand its original match of $304,666.75, 

therefore increasing the City’s share of this project to be $2,939,022.30 and the State’s share remaining 

$914,000.25
