Beit Sahour; The Shepherds’ Fields are east of Bethlehem, following roads which descend mostly 

through the village of Beit Sahour, which means “the house of the night watch.” This was the  

area which supported the agricultural needs of Judea, with fertile fields, and grazing for         

livestock. This place is associated with the “tower for the flock” and is mentioned in the Old    

Testament (Mic. 4:8). Micah also wrote about the ruler who would one day come from         

Bethlehem (Mic. 5:2). It was in these fields that the angel told the shepherds of the birth of a  

Savior. Ruth and Naomi gleaned in the fields on their way to Bethlehem from Moab (Ruth 2-4). 

And we know from the Bible, Ruth married Boaz 

and became the parents of Obed, father of 

Jesse, who was the father of King David. Several 

churches have been built in the area over 

caves, which were used by shepherds. The 

modern churches, along with the ruins of an-

cient churches and monasteries, continue to 

recall the revelation to the shepherds. In 384, 

the pilgrim, Egeria, was shown the church 

called “At the Shepherds” in a valley near  

Bethlehem. She said, “A big  garden is there 

now, protected by a neat wall all around, and 

also there is a very splendid cave with an altar.”
