Regular Town Council Meeting




January 13, 2015

Present at the meeting were Councilman Darren Janesky, Councilman Dennis Stroupe and Councilman Mike Patterson with Mayor Pro-Tem Janie Wilson presiding.

The media was represented by Mr. Joe Hughes of the Gaffney Ledger.

The invocation was given by Administrator Trudy Martin.

Councilman Stroupe made the motion for Minutes 1145 to be approved as written and distributed.  Councilman Patterson made the second.  All were in favor.

Councilman Stroupe made the motion to pay the bills with the exception of Patterson’s Wrecker.  Councilman Patterson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Councilman Janesky made the motion to pay Patterson’s Wrecker with Councilman Stroupe making the second.  All were in favor.  Councilman Patterson recused.

Information was given to Council about the Museum from Administrator Martin.  The Town of Blacksburg has received $40,000.00 from the Timken Foundation for the paving of the Museum parking lot.  The local Mason Lodge will be having a ceremony on the following Saturday for the placement of a cornerstone, at the Museum, filled with items from the Town and some from residents about the history of Blacksburg.  We have been asked by a local church about the cost of the pavers.  If a church paid the original $75.00 for the first paver could other church members get the second brick at the second charge of $50.00.  Council discussed the issue and agreed it was ok as long as all the information was turned in at the same time.  This would go for any church, business or organization.

Councilman Stroupe asked that the sidewalk in front be repaired or replaced due to the newness of the building and the pavers being installed.  This was agreed upon and has already been brought to the construction company’s representative.  It was also brought to the attention of the Council the painting of the white roll up door on the back of the museum.  Administrator Martin informed Council that it has been looked into and it was decided that the door could be painted if they chose to do so.  Administrator Martin along with Councilman Patterson said they also talked to Mr. Sossamon about the stage currently facing the back of the museum.  He said the stage would not be able to be moved far or it would break apart.  He then said it would be manageable to turn it around so it faces Highway 29.  This would make it usable for street dances and the Iron City Festival.

Administrator Martin brought Council a first reading of an ordinance for redistricting.

The Town is not in compliance with the State law according to the minority district the Town must have.  She gave a copy of the new map which was done by Mr. Bobby Bowers from the State.  After some discussion, Councilman Stroupe said he would agree to pass the first reading but he wanted to discuss this further with Mr. Bowers.  Councilman Patterson made the motion to adopt the first reading.  Councilman Stroupe made the second.  All were in favor.
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Clerk Foster presented Council with a list of sewer adjustments totaling $1056.06.

Councilman Patterson made the motion with Councilman Janesky making the second.  All were in favor.

Councilman Patterson made the motion for adjournment.  Councilman Janesky seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Time of adjournment was 7:20 pm.
