By January 1992 1°d lost my genuing smile, my joy, and family were long ago sacnficed on the altar of addiction, Sormow
was my constant companion. | was NAKED, BELIND, AND FOOR! | had prayed the sinners prayer before, but in the first
waak of January 1882, | understood that | was a man in need of a Savior, | responded 1o the vaice of God, and was set
free in a moment of ime! Mobody who ever knew me, could deny, something supematural happened to me! | had an
encounter with the Creator of all things created. All | had to offer Him was my troubled life, and gladly He accepted my
broken, and shattered life.

He forgave me of all my sins, gave me a new life, a fresh start, and He gave me something o really live for! | knew it was
raal, forgiveness, redemption, ard my Salvation. And | knew that He had the authority to call it, because 2000 years prior,
