· Only teachers who are members of NAfME  OR non-members who pay the $150.00 non-member fee may enter this event.  No refunds after schedule has been set.  Late fee of $50.00 if postmarked or hand delivered after deadline.  ENTRIES are NOT ACCEPTED after the performance schedule is set.  
· Accommodations for scheduling request (due to busing issues) will be taken into consideration if notified prior to scheduling.  Please submit these requests with your entry forms.  Requests for days and times will be considered on a first come basis and only if forms and fees are complete, on time, and accurate.  I will work to accommodate your requests, but they are NOT guaranteed.   There may be other factors that prevent me from honoring requests, but will try to work with you.   I will be in contact with you either way.  
· All events will take place at Angelle Hall on the UL Lafayette campus in the following areas:
a. Festival Office - teacher’s lounge

b. Warm up – orchestra room

c. Performance – auditorium

d. Sight reading – band room
· EQUIPMENT/STUDENT UNLOADING AND PARKING:  Parking will be very limited.  Just prior to Festival, an email will be sent to all participating directors outlining procedures for unloading and loading students and equipment.   All Groups are expected to use large percussion equipment provided by UL School of Music.
· There will be no dressing or storage facilities.  It is recommended that this be taken care of prior to arrival.

· Instruments cases should be left on the buses or in cars.  Students should be careful to insure they have all necessary equipment for their performance as the buses will have to park in a different area.

· Please register at festival office as soon as you arrive on campus.  
a. Provide three original sets of numbered scores in separate envelopes with school 
and director’s name on it. DIRECTORS TAKE NOTE: LMEA supports 100% the laws regarding the duplication of scores.  Any infraction by the duplication of scores without written permission from the publisher will result in the disqualification of the participant.  
b. Turn in correct and current information on announcement sheet.

c. Provide a set-up chart for your ensemble (chairs, stands, percussion

    needs, etc.)
d. All necessary forms will be available on SLBDA.org

· Judges’ comments will be shared with you on the primary email address that you provide on your entry form.  This will be available after your group’s performance.  
Reference recordings will be provided by Reference Studios and included with your rating sheets. ($25 required recording fee to LMEA.  Include with your entry fee.)
· The photo will be taken on stage by Darren Hebert Photography following your stage performance from a ladder in the audience.  Order forms will be available at the festival photo booth in the lobby. Please promote selling of the pictures so we may continue to have these services.
Festival Etiquette
a. No food or drinks allowed in the auditorium.

b. Please keep students out of the music building itself as classes may be in session.
    It is expected that your students will be supervised at all times.

c. Students and directors are encouraged to stay and listen to other groups    

    perform. 
            d. Please review with your students the proper etiquette for entering and exiting the
                auditorium during the festival. (Only enter and exit the auditorium when a 
                performing group has completely finished their performance.)



e. Make sure all electronic equipment is turned off. 


f. Refrain from talking during performances.


g. All performers appreciate enthusiastic applause.  Loud screams, whistling, etc.
                belong at rock concerts, not at concert band performances.

            h. Bands will enter and exit the stage for performance through the back door – in case 

                of inclement weather, the music building hallway will be used so that bands will

                not have to go outside.
            Performance Procedures

            a. All warm up is to be done during the preceding band’s performance in the warm  

                up room only. Strict adherence to this rule will be observed as we will remain in  

                line with LMEA state festival guidelines.

         
b. Be prepared to enter the warm up room 30 minutes before your performance time. 
                Please note:  there will be no escort into the warm up room-watch for proceeding
                band’s exit. Do not enter the warm up room while a band is warming up.  

c. Percussionists will be escorted to the stage approximately 10 minutes prior to your

                performance time. The rest of the ensemble will be escorted to the stage

                approximately 5 minutes before your performance time.
· Someone will escort you from the warm-up room to the stage and from the stage to the sight-reading room.  DO NOT leave until you are asked.

· If using risers, you must provide your own movers before and after your performance. Every effort will be made to adhere to the festival schedule. 
           d. After performing a composition, it is NOT necessary that you wait for a judge’s 

                signal to begin your next selection.  Wait just long enough to prepare for the next

                selection, then begin.

            e. UL will provide the following equipment only:

                Warm up room-(chairs and most stands)


    Stage-(chairs, stands, 5 timpani, bass drum, xylophone, chimes, marimba, 

vibraphone, orchestra bells, piano, and tam tam) Do not bring equipment that UL     is providing for us.  Please utilize this available equipment!

    Sight-reading room-(chairs, stands, 3 timpani, bass drum, bells)
                Please note:  No cymbals, snare drums, or auxiliary instruments will be available.
                It is recommended that you bring as much of your own percussion equipment as 

                possible.  You are required to bring all mallets (including chime mallets, bass 
                drum mallets, etc.)
            f. Ratings and sheets will be given to directors only (or his designee) privately.  After

                the ratings are processed and director initials verification sheet, then and only then,

                will the rating be officially posted.  If applicable, a trophy or plaque will be

                distributed.  

· Please note:  It is NEVER appropriate for you or anyone else associated with your group to confront an adjudicator after you have received your rating.
