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Kapaseus Book Review

Author: Sheri Hauser is a writer of over 20 books Dream Books on the subject of ‘hearing the voice of God’. The Dream Books are unique in that their content is given in dreams (to her) and interpreted using the Bible. Through the leading of dreams, she has written over 50 books (total) and grown a publishing company with over 650 books and 9 languages. 
Genre: Kapaseus is a Charismatic Christian Book on how to get through a hard spot in your life. Sometimes we just need a little encouragement.  
Title: Kapaseus means ‘the capstone is with us’. The capstone refers to that which is used to seal the top of the stone fence. It is what brings together all of the other stones and tops the structure enabling it to become what is needed to do the job it was intended to do. The word also refers to the Mercy Seat which covered the Ark of the Covenant. It is what caps the plan that God has for meeting with us. 

Cover: The cover is taken from an original painting by Karna Peck (KPO). It depicts a colorful pathway without seeing the final destination. There is uncertainty along the path of life. 

In Brief: Sheri’s dream books are a mixture of dreams interpreted using scripture and inspirational writings, Bible study and poetry. There is extensive formatting with many of the poems displayed in shapes of wine glasses. The main central point of the piece is where a person holds the wine glass. Words from the author…This book is about looking to the promises of God, then getting there. It is about being threaded from the place where you are to the place where God intends you to be. If, indeed He has a plan for your life, then He also has a place where He wants you to end up. I will outline the difference between your calling, being anointed, training and being given a mission that is on God’s heart. 
The chapters are: Threads from Heaven, Homespun Teaching, Spools of Wisdom, Woven Promises, and Tapestry of Faith. 		
 
Introduction: We are like a needle in God’s hand when grab hold of His dreams, and then run through the fabric of His intention. This book is dedicated to all the needles that pine after their Lord. May your needle come to rest near the Tree of Life. Faith is what gives us spiritual eyes to see the dreams of God and it is His grace which pulls our belief through the key hole; then we follow carried by His power.

Chapter 1 is ‘Threads from Heaven’. God gives dreams and visions. It takes faith to bring us to the place where they can be fulfilled. The chapter begins with poetry and a dream with interpretation….Threads of God’s Voice: A dream. They all left and I cleaned the house. I found what gathers the threads that others had long since forgotten about. No one was left in the church to pray. I was alone day after day. As I sought God fervently and personally, He met me. He gave me the threads of His wisdom. Then, He gave me a vacuum cleaner. He showed me how to gather them together. He gave me the ability to gather the threads of His voice within dreams. It was in the carpet that I found it as I lay face down worshiping My Father. And, after I had gathered the threads of His voice, I stared at them in wonder, for I didn’t know what to do with them. 
The writer over views what anointing, and gifting are and how they are utilized to fulfill God’s dreams for your life. 

Chapter 2 is ‘Homespun Teaching’. God wants to teach us his plan his way using faith to bring it about. Here is one of the dreams in chapter 2… Tools on our knees. The Dream: When I got down on my knees I found all sorts of tools for sewing. Mending broken hearts, repairing connections between people and God, sewing threads of God’s love and grace. There are tools for managing threads…. 
Sheri points out that God has tools to fix broken hearts and he puts them into our hands to help others. She goes on to give us a model for teamwork. Seems like interactive prayer is a key getting to the place where God wants you to be. There are lots of poetry pieces related to prayer in chapter 2. 
I have it backwards. In my world I pick my own car. I go to the lot of my choosing and select from a variety of models based on my needs and the needs of my immediate family. The problem with my process is that I make myself responsible for it. By virtue of following my desires, I set myself up to pay for my own expenses. And, I can’t afford my desires, so I take out a loan. I put myself in debt to someone else. And, maybe, I get my desires. More than likely, what I end up with is less than my hearts’ desire. I take second best; what others think I can pay for, and I set myself up to meet their desires rather than mine. Their interest is what I pay for, and not one penny less. The problem is that I started out to obtain the desires of my heart, but ended up with a bill for someone else’s. There is no honor in that; only pride for the one who railroaded me into a bill for something I didn’t want. And, will this vehicle be able to meet my needs in the future? Probably not. It will become outdated, old and not trustworthy. It will breakdown when we need it most.  So, what will we do, then: Trade it in again for our heart’s desire? But, our heart’s desire is unknown to us. It is a mystery only to be opened by the one who created it.
She ends chapter 2 with a prayer: Father, I trade in my plans for Yours, today. I lay them at the nail pierced feet of Jesus. Make me successful, dear Lord, in Your eyes. Complete my book the way it was intended to be written. Imprint me.

Chapter 3 is ‘Spools of Wisdom’. Spools of wisdom refers to the wisdom of God to understand the plan for our lives and follow the rope to the end. We are threaded through our training by mother Wisdom (Proverbs).  She also talks about prophecy, or hearing the voice of God with a message for someone else…in this dream:  Prophecy Threads. They couldn’t figure out what the prophecy said, so they brought it to me. Even then I had to ask God for the answers. I waited for them, then I waited for Him and I waited for the right time to share with them. Prophecy is a three handed pull when you only have two. 
That is because you need the hand of God to pull you through.

Chapter 4 is ‘Woven Promises’. The first piece entitled ‘Weaving the Picture’… As I am threaded by His hand through the provision toward the need, He will push me into His fabric. I will become the tapestry for others to look at. And isn’t a needle sharper toward the end? 
Yes, Lord. So, you are sharper now. For, I am not pushing the blunt end through the fabric. I have threaded you through the needle, now I will sew up the plan, bind the stitch and mend a situation that needed to be repaired long ago. I will seek to mend broken ties; broken hearts; broken lives with my words as they learn to listen to my voice…
Pieces include, Tangled Threads of Hope, Capsized Ship, Fly into His Aspirations, and Pass the Shuttle (which has the piece shaped like a weaving shuttle)…. We are woven like on a loom.  He moves us one way, and then passes the shuttle.  Then He moves us another way, then passes it again.  I can feel Him within. He doesn’t constrict or restrict.  But He rewrites the main points then threads us through the middle of them. He changes our desires.

 Chapter 5 is ‘Tapestry of Faith’. This chapter talks about growing our faith to enable the outcome for the provision of the vision. There’s a piece Sheri wrote after her grandmother fell and laid in the mud for hours with a broken hip praying for God to send someone to help her. She was not a religious person and never attended Church. Sheri shows how unreligious people can honor God. There’s a piece called ‘Left handed Christians’… Left handed people aren’t wrong, they are just left handed. They use the other hand to do things that others don’t. They are different.  And, they are born that way. So, no matter what we do, they continue to be different. We cannot train them to be the same as everybody else, because they are not. Likewise, we cannot train all the people in Church to use the same hand. They will use the other hand sometimes. And, what will be do? Slap them?...The piece reminds us that people may do things differently and we need to allow for it rather than judge them. Chapter 5 is filled with lots of dreams, interpretations and poetry related to weaving the tapestry of your faith. 

Last Section is ‘My Caëfa {Testimony}’. Capitulate: Surrender to His ways and summarize subject.
Associate: Connect with Him having subordinate status. Emulate: Compete for the answer. Vie for the truth against all else. Facilitate: Make it easy and convenient. Ask and write it down. Appreciate: Become fully aware of the value; to be sensitive to and show gratitude for with an increase in proportionate value to that which is revealed. It’s Ok to say, “Thanks. The first time I used Caëfa acronym was in the book Dreamatrix Immanuel. I demonstrated how God gave me dreams and I was able to derive the meaning which became useful to me. It is like telling a testimony. This last section is testimony of how Sheri’s faith grew and she was able to walk into the vision God gave her for writing the books when she was never a writer previously.

This book is for anyone wishing to allow God to develop a plan for their life. It details steps to recognizing the plan and walking into it by faith and prayer. It is a weaving of dreams interpreted using scripture, inspirational writing, testimony and teaching. It is wedged between a couple of other books in a series of Dream Books entitled ‘Steps in the Garden of Intimacy with God’. The first book teaches to love God, the next book instructs to hear the voice of God. The next book tells about the other voices which are talking (in our world). Then, you move onto understanding who you are; how to receive power from God to move into spiritual gifting. Miracules (book 4) is on calling and anointing; trying to figure out who we are and where we are supposed to go. After this book you continue to expand the gifts of the Holy Spirit and serve others ending in Seedlings. Our ministry should give others seeds for their ministry, not cloned plants. They need to be free to hear from God for themselves and grow up into what He has intended them to be. It is definitely for those serious in their relationship with God with a desire to serve in the Christian mode.
