Application and Enrollment Procedure

A Campus tour by parents is the first step of the admission process. Application may then be made by submitting a completed
application form and the application fee. Each age level has the following specific requirements before a student may enroll:

Infant (3 months - 18 months). Admission is open based upon age of the child and availability of space. The program is limited
to 8 students with a ratio of 1 teacher to 4 students. Once the application and application fees are submitted, a family interview
will be scheduled. Payment of the registration fee and a successful interview will hold your child’s place.

Parents will need to provide the following information:
e Health History (provided by the pediatrician or a parent)
e Immunization Record
e Proof of Physical Examination within 3 months prior to admission - must come from a pediatrician.

When a child reaches the age of 18 months, he or she can be accepted into the toddler program. Parents will need to fill out a
new application but all fees are waived for a mid-year transfer.

The following information is provided for your convenience:

Toddler (18 months - 36 months) - Parents must submit the Tennessee School Immunization Certificate, which may be obtained
from your pediatrician. An interview and classroom visit will be scheduled as openings occur. After a successful interview,
payment of the registration fee will reserve your child’s space.

Fees and Commitments

Application Fee - $150

This non-refundable fee must accompany the application form prior to additional admission procedures. This fee is paid only
once during the time the child attends Montessori Academy. If the child leaves and returns to Montessori Academy the fee may
be waived upon re-enrollment.

Registration of New Students -- $300
This non-refundable fee is due at the time the student is accepted.

Re-Registration of Current Students -- $150
This non-refundable annual fee is due on or before March 3, 2017 with the current student re-registrations. Fee is $300 after
March 3, 2017. Re-registration fee is pro-rated ($75.00) for those families who initially enrolled between January and May 2017.

Parent Leadership Program

Families receive a $50 per month sibling discount on the 2nd child’s tuition.
Families receive a $100 per month sibling discount on the 3rd child’s tuition.
Families receive a $150 per month sibling discount on the 4th child’s tuition.

Additional Sibling Discounts:
Families with 2 or more students in Elementary will receive a $50 per month discount on the first child.
