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TEE FITTING INSTALLATION

Move lift to comfortable working height
and rest in locks.

Locate @13/16” on the vertical wall of the
power runway 78” from the front. As
shown in Figure 1.

3. Use provided zip ties to secure 3/8”
air hose to the power runway as
shown in Detail C.

4. Once routed inside the runway, run

along the outside wall of the runway
until hose can clear hydraulic
cylinder.

5. Secure other end with zip tie to

runway as before.

6. Making sure to clear cylinder then

rout along inside wall of runway and
connect to Tee. Figure 3.

COILED HOSE INSTALLATION

1. Attach the coiled hose to the Tee in the
runway and to the jacks.

a. Connect the short pigtail with the
swivel end to the tee. Detalil A.

b. Run @1/8” steel cable through the
coiled hoses and into both cross
beams, attaching with ¥%2” washer
and lock nut. Cut excess thread
flush. Detail D.

Locate @ ¥2” holes on the power
runway located at 50%2” and 105 3/8”
from the front of the runway as show
in Figure 1.

Move the jacks to the ends of the
runways and install ¥2-13 bolts with
no more then (3) %2” lock washers as
shown in Detail F.

CoILED HoOsSE TOo JACK CONNECTION

1. When coiled hoses are attached to the
jacks with the clamps provided, cut the
provided ¥4” OD plastic tubing into
lengths shown in Figure 5 and attach
fittings by pushing onto end of tubing.

2. Rout hose with connections as shown
in Figure 6. Note: different routing for
Front or Rear jack location.
