Major Responsibilities:

e Assist with the spiritual needs of the class and their families.

e Implement and supervise daily lesson plans for the class.

e Assist where needed at the school.

e Promote learning in all areas of development, skills, and attitudes that contribute to Christian
living.

e Partake in yearly staff development and comply with state licensing regulations.

e Attend staff meetings, training sessions, and additional school activities as needed

¢ Meet for devotions every morning before school.

e Follow basic school discipline. Take initiative to clearly communicate discipline concerns to the
Director and to parents.

e Abide by the code of confidentiality in all cases.
