Dear Friends, 

On Earth Day, my 5-year-old son, Nicholas, and his class were asked to go outside and assess the litter that was blowing 

around the school yard.  When his teacher asked the class what they could do about the trash, Nicholas was not shy 

and very quick with his response.  He said, “We should go back inside so we can’t see it!”  It was a very funny, very cute 

response to a social justice calling.  However, we are no longer children and cannot simply turn away and go back 

inside when we are faced with the needs of the world. 

A head-on response was not any more evident than what I witnessed at two parishes I visited: St. John Evangelist in 

Kohler and Blessed Trinity in Sheboygan Falls.  A longtime volunteer of the Salvatorian Mission Warehouse, Jack Egan, 

approached me and asked if these two parishes could help in any specific way with the missions.  I told him there was a 

tremendous need for rice in Africa, especially in Tema, Ghana.  Soon, Jack and his team came up with the “Rice for 

Ghana” initiative and I found myself talking at both parishes as we kicked off Lent.  Rather than turn back and go inside, 

these parishes responded by giving over $18,000 to send a container filled with rice for Ghana.  This positive response 

to donate for the rice, has ensured over 400 families will be fed for a good portion of the year! 

Often, I have parishes and groups ask me how they can specifically affect one of the social justice issues we face as a 

world: hunger.  In reality, the issue with hunger is not that we don’t have enough food to feed the world; we simply 

haven’t come up with a reasonable way to effectively transport the food to the people who need it.  The ministry of 

the Warehouse has helped curb this problem because our missions have direct contact with families needing food, 

particularly rice.  Our overseas missionaries receive 20' containers of rice, and give it to families who are in need.  The 

process is relatively simple, and the emails and pictures returned from the missions, show the immediate impact. 

So, what can your parish or organization do to make a real impact on the hunger in the world?  Please consider doing 

what these two very generous parishes did: start a campaign to provide rice for African nations.  If you are local to the 

Warehouse, I am happy to visit and share details with your group.  For those interested, but not nearby, we have many 

resources available on our website www.salvatorianmissionwarehouse.org and Facebook 

https://www.facebook.com/salvatorianmissionwarehouse/ that help demonstrate the impact these containers have on the 

lives of those most in need.
