Mark 1:29-39  

 

 “When it was evening, after sunset,  

they brought to him all who were ill  

or possessed by demons.” 
In the late Fourth Century Evagrius Ponticus, a Christian 

monk, refined a prevailing list of eight patterns of evil: 

Gluttony, Lust, Greed, Sadness, Acedia, Anger, Vainglory, and 

Pride.  In the Sixth Century Pope Gregory revised the list to 

form the more commonly known list of Seven Deadly Sins: 

Pride, Greed, Lust/Extravagance, Envy, Gluttony, 

Wrath/Anger, and Sloth ( a combination of Complacency and 

Apathy).  Whatever they are called, they all tempt us to sin 

against the unconditional love and generous gifts of God.  

They are the demons in our life that turn us away from God 

and turn us into our own selfish world.  These are some of the 

demons Jesus came to drive out of the people of his time and 

that he hopes we can drive out of our lives today by getting to 

know him better and by imitating him more closely.   Imagine 

life without Pride, Greed, Lust/Extravagance, Envy, Gluttony, 

Wrath/Anger, and Sloth - in us and in others.
