At the end of the exit ramp, bear right 
onto University Blvd. After 4.6 miles, turn left at the traffic light onto Veterans Memorial Pkwy. In ½ 
mile, turn left onto Loop Rd and immediately turn left again to access McAbee Center’s parking lot.
