Meeting Minutes

May 11th, 2020

The regular business meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioner’ of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Commissioner Gubrud.  The next business meeting is scheduled for Monday, June 8th at 6:00 p.m.  The meeting minutes of April 13th were approved as written.  Present were Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Harmon, Commissioner Thomson, Chief Berg, Assistant Chief Miner and Secretary Berg.  Community members John Seehorn and John Verdoos as well as Firefighter Phill Zimmerman also called into the meeting.

Old Business:  

Generator – Commissioner Gubrud gave a quick update on the status of the generator.  They had a work party last week to pour the concrete for the pad for the propane tank.  The concrete was donated by Smokey Point Concrete.  The generator should arrive in approximately 4 to 6 weeks.
Call Report – Secretary Berg gave an update on the call volume for 2020.  We have responded to 97 calls this year.  The commissioners asked Secretary Berg to give an update on the mutual aid calls to Mount Vernon for the next meeting.

Chief’s Report:  
· The helicopter was here but is in Olympia right now.  Thankfully it was here for the fire at Camp Korey.  (The Mount Baker Hot Shots were also there).

· Walker Valley ORV Park – last Saturday we had a call at the ORV Park that took 6 hours.   They also had a lot of radio issues.

· COVID 19 – There is only one entry now into the station.  Upon entry into the station, temperatures are taken along with using hand sanitizer.  They have not been having training.   Rig checks are still being done but with only 2 or 3 people at a time.

· Aid Calls – The firefighters are taking a lot of precautions on all aid calls.  Dispatch has been doing a great job relaying information about the call.  

· Fit Testing – Phill Zimmerman has been fit testing all the firefighters, one at a time.  

· Training – Lieutenant Olson has been providing on line training.  They are also hoping to have a live fire with the new people soon.

· Pump Testing – Delayed until the 2nd week of June.

· Hose Testing – Still don’t have a date.

· WSRB – Our rating was improved to a 4.7 but they still round up, so we are still a 5.   It helped that they had done lots of fire training in the last two years and they really liked the training connex out back.  The ladder truck gave us some credit because of the nozzles, pumps and ladders but it was more about what the truck had on it.  Fire safety was a big deal and so were our pre-fire plans.  
· Radios – Chief Berg and Firefighter Phill Zimmerman had a conference call with Day Wireless about all the problems they have been having with the radios.  
· Fireworks – The Association has not made a decision yet on whether or not to host the Fireworks Show.

· DNR Grant – Captain Klinefelter was able to order some hose and radios through a DNR grant.

Assistant Chief Report:  
· Tender Credit – Assistant Chief Miner had been training with other Districts to get the tender credit but that has been put on hold during the pandemic. 

· Training – Assistant Chief Miner has been helping find some on line training that he’s been sending to the Training Officer (Jeff Olson).

· ESO Patient Care Program – Assistant Chief Miner has been meeting with some of the other firefighters to discuss the program settings.

· Laptop Issues – Assistant Chief Miner has been having laptop issues.

· Tablets – The mounts have been installed for four of the tablets.
