THE LAST SUPPER: Matthew 26:17-19; Luke 22:14-20

'’0On the first day of Unleavened Bread the disciples came to Jesus, saying,
"Where do you want us to make the preparations for you to eat the Passover?”
"®He said, "Go into the city to a certain man, and say to him, 'The Teacher
says, My time is near; | will keep the Passover at your house with my disci-
ples.” ""So the disciples did as Jesus had directed them, and they prepared
the Passover meal.

“When it was evening, he took his place with the twelve; “'and while they

Jesus and his disciples went to a place called Gethsemane where he said to
them, "Sit here while | pray.” He took Peter, James and John along with him
and began to be trouble. "I am overwhelmed with sorrow, even to the point of
death. Reman here and stay awake."” Going a little farther, Jesus fell to the
ground and prayed, "abba, father, all things are possible with you. Take this
cup from me. Yet, not my will, but yours.” Mark 14:32-36

THE ARREST OF JESUS: Matthew 26:45-50,55-56

“*Then he came to the disciples and said to them, "Are you still sleeping and
taking your rest? See, the hour is at hand, and the Son of Man is betrayed into
the hands of sinners. ““Get up, let us be going. See, my betrayer is at hand."
“"While he was still speaking, Judas, one of the twelve, arrived; with him was
a large crowd with swords and clubs, from the chief priests and the elders of
the people. “*Now the betrayer had given them a sign, saying, "The one | will
kiss is the man; arrest him." “’At once he came up to Jesus and said,
"Greetings, Rabbi!" and kissed him. *’Jesus said to him, "Friend, do what you
are here to do."” Then they came and laid hands on Jesus and arrested him.
At that hour Jesus said to the crowds, "Have you come out with swords and
clubs to arrest me as though | were a bandit? Day after day | sat in the temple
teaching, and you did not arrest me. “°But all this has taken place, so that the
scriptures of the prophets may be fulfilled.” Then all the disciples deserted
him and fled.

THE DENIAL OF PETER: Luke 22:54-62

“*Then they seized him and led him away, bringing him into the high priest's
house. But Peter was following at a distance. “When they had kindled a fire in
the middle of the courtyard and sat down together, Peter sat among them.
“*Then a servant-girl, seeing him in the firelight, stared at him and said, "This
man also was with him." >’But he denied it, saying, "Woman, | do not know
him." “°A little later someone else, on seeing him, said, "You also are one of
them." But Peter said, "Man, | am not!" >’Then about an hour later still another
kept insisting, "Surely this man also was with him; for he is a Galilean." “°But
Peter said, "Man, | do not know what you are talking about!" At that moment,
while he was still speaking, the cock crowed. *'The Lord turned and looked at
Peter. Then Peter remembered the word of the Lord, how he had said to him,
"Before the cock crows today, you will deny me three times." “’And he went
out and wept bitterly.

YOU ARE MY ALL IN ALL (D. Jernigan, Arr. L. Larson)

THE TRIAL OF JESUS: Luke 22:66—23:24

*“When day came, the assembly of the elders of the people, both chief priests
and scribes, gathered together, and they brought him to their council. ®’They
said, "If you are the Messiah, tell us.” He replied, "If | tell you, you will not be-
lieve; “®and if | question you, you will not answer. “But from now on the Son
of Man will be seated at the right hand of the power of God." "’All of them
asked, "Are you, then, the Son of God?" He said to them, "You say that | am.”
""Then they said, "What further testimony do we need? We have heard it our-
selves from his own lips!”

'Then the assembly rose as a body and brought Jesus before Pilate. “They be-
gan to accuse him, saying, "We found this man perverting our nation, forbid-
ding us to pay taxes to the emperor, and saying that he himself is the Messiah,
a king." “Then Pilate asked him, "Are you the king of the Jews?" He answered,
"You say so0."” “Then Pilate said to the chief priests and the crowds, "l find no
basis for an accusation against this man." “But they were insistent and said,
"He stirs up the people by teaching throughout all Judea, from Galilee where
he began even to this place.”

*When Pilate heard this, he asked whether the man was a Galilean. ’And when
he learned that he was under Herod's jurisdiction, he sent him off to Herod,
who was himself in Jerusalem at that time. *When Herod saw Jesus, he was
very glad, for he had been wanting to see him for a long time, because he had
heard about him and was hoping to see him perform some sign. “He ques-
tioned him at some length, but Jesus gave him no answer. '“The chief priests
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and the scribes stood by, vehemently accusing him. "'Even Herod with his sol-
diers treated him with contempt and mocked him; then he put an elegant
robe on him, and sent him back to Pilate. '“That same day Herod and Pilate
became friends with each other; before this they had been enemies.

"*Pilate then called together the chief priests, the leaders, and the people,
"“and said to them, "You brought me this man as one who was perverting the
people; and here | have examined him in your presence and have not found
this man guilty of any of your charges against him. ""Neither has Herod, for he
sent him back to us. Indeed, he has done nothing to deserve death. I will
therefore have him flogged and release him."

"“Then they all shouted out together, "Away with this fellow! Release Barabbas
for us!" "’(This was a man who had been put in prison for an insurrection that
had taken place in the city, and for murder.) “°Pilate, wanting to release Je-
sus, addressed them again; *'but they kept shouting, "Crucify, crucify him!" ’A
third time he said to them, "Why, what evil has he done? | have found in him
no ground for the sentence of death; | will therefore have him flogged and
then release him." “’But they kept urgently demanding with loud shouts that
he should be crucified; and their voices prevailed. ““So Pilate gave his verdict
that their demand should be granted.

WHEN YOU PRAYED BENEATH THE TREES (C. Idle, L. Larson)

As they led him away, they seized a man, Simon of Cyrene, who was coming
from the country, and they laid the cross on him, and made him carry it be-
hind Jesus. A great number of the people followed him, and among them were
women who were beating their breasts and wailing for him.

(Luke 23:26-27)

THE DEATH OF JESUS: Luke 23:33-46

**When they came to the place that is called The Skull, they crucified Jesus
there with the criminals, one on his right and one on his left. **Then Jesus
said, "Father, forgive them; for they do not know what they are doing."” And
they cast lots to divide his clothing. **One of the criminals who were hanged
there kept deriding him and saying, "Are you not the Messiah? Save yourself
and us!" “’But the other rebuked him, saying, "Do you not fear God, since you
are under the same sentence of condemnation? “'And we indeed have been
condemned justly, for we are getting what we deserve for our deeds, but this
man has done nothing wrong." “Then he said, "Jesus, remember me when you
come into your kingdom." “’*He replied, "Truly | tell you, today you will be with
me in Paradise.”

“1t was now about noon, and darkness came over the whole land until three in

the afternoon, ““while the sun's light failed; and the curtain of the temple was
torn in two. ““Then Jesus, crying with a loud voice, said, "Father, into your
hands | commend my spirit."” Having said this, he breathed his last.
