Albertus J. "Al" Chiotti, 76, of Bay Port, died Monday evening, Aug. 27, 2001, at Bay  
Medical Center in Bay City following a lengthy illness.  He was born on Feb. 15, 1925,  
in Elkton, son of the late John and Mildred (Johnston) Chiotti.  He was united in marriage  
to Ruth A. Blasi on Feb. 15, 1947, in Kilmanagh.  Al had been employed by the  
Department of Natural Resources for the State of Michigan as assistant manager of  
Sleeper State Park in Caseville and Port Crescent State Park in Port Austin for 27 years  
before retiring Nov. 1, 1983.

and several nieces and nephews.  He was preceded in death by four brothers, Darl,  
Waldo, Elmer, and John Dale Chiotti.
