It is
hosted by Lakota LEADS. All students in K-12 are encouraged to create a poem, a narrative, or an essay. Students
may submit only one entry in each division. Winners in each Challenge Division will receive a medal commemorating
their achievement. In addition, the winners will have their writing published in an anthology, and they will be guests at
an evening Celebration of Writing Reception. Teachers may submit 1-3 of the best from a classroom writing
assignment, but not writings from all students. Entries submitted must be original and cannot have been published
previously. All entries shall be typed and submitted electronically in Microsoft Word format, with the exception of the
cover page if necessary, for grades 3-12. Entries should be no longer than 500 words.

March 15, 2020: entry deadline

April 11, 2020: winners announced by this date Entries will not be returned, and final pieces may be edited
for grammar, punctuation and spelling.

Late April 2020 (possibly April 27): Celebration of Writing Reception (winners will be notified via email)

All entries are to reflect the theme.
