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What's Happening

There are several issues dealing with land closures, trail funding, and
numerous riding restrictions that are being dealt with each day. There are a lot
of very active motorcyclists that are fighting these issues for our rights to ride,
however it takes everyone fighting together to be the most effective. There
are a lot of resources to help disseminate the information about the various
issues. Most riders do not even know they exist. The Blue Ribbon Coalition,
American Motorcyclist Association, Motorcycle Industry Council, Motorcycle
Safety Foundation, National Off-Highway Vehicle Conservation Counedl, etc.,
are some of the many organizations that help serve for the interest of riders
everywhere. Many of these organizations provide publications that provide
valuable information about the numerous issues. I suggest you pick up a
copy. The purpose of this article is to help the BIEC members understand
how all the pieces fit together and to keep everyone informed of issues here in
our own backyards. (Editor's Note: Let's not forget the Lake Stanley Draper
issue or the Mark Twain National Forest situation.)

The BIEC is an excellent place to begin, with the decision making
power being served through the club representatives and the BIEC officers.
This provides a democratic process through which the clubs would represent
the members, thus encouraging them to belong to one of the local clubs. The
main problem is that many BJEC members do not belong to a club or
organization. The national orgenizations are represented through the many
affiliated clubs and state representatives, basically the same way. Land
closures and riding restrictions don't just happen somewheze else, they are
happening here in our own backyard. Riders need to join and support these
clubs and organizations to become better informed and to unify the fight
against these issues as they arise.

This leads me to a brief explanation of one of these organizations,
the National Off-Highway Conservation Council or the NOCHVCC
(sometimes pronounced "no-vak"). The purpose of this council is to provide a
nationwide system for assistance in addressing issues concerning the future of
off-highway vehicle recreation. The council was founded in 1990 with these
focus areas: Strengthen existing OHV groups, promote a positive public
image of the sport; Create a nationwide OHV communications network;
Provide ongoing education opportunities and reference materials in volunteer
development, organization/club menagement, community action and meeting
management; Ensure that all OHV enthusiasts are aware of the impact of their
actions on the environment. Investing on the youth through education in
safety and environmental issues.

The NOHVCC provides information on current government issues,
clubs and organizations, riding areas and educational materials. There are no
membership dues to belong, since the NOHVCC is funded by grants and
contributions from the OHV industry. The NOHVCC is invelved in bringing
groups that share commeon land management issues together, i.e., Boy Scouts,
4-H Clubs, ete. The NOHVCC is also involved in youth and OHV through
things such as the TV show Maximum Drive on The Family Channel. T am
the Oklahoma state representative for the NOHVCC. If you would like to
know more about the NOHVCC, call 1 (800) 348-ohvs, or feel free to stop
me at the enduros or give me a call regarding the other organizations.
