SAVING GRACE

grace must be proclaimed every-
where.

COUNTING FOR JESUS

What are you going to do when

you grow up? You want to be an
engineer ... a farmer ... a doctor ...
a secretary... a salesman... a
housewife. What about Counting
for Jesus? Will YOUR life count
for Him or will you just attend
church on Sunday?

If we are going to let our daily
life count for Christ, then we must
surrender our whole life to God.
In other words, we must do the
Will of God BEFORE we do any
of our personal desires or wishes.

That means we must give God
full use of our time, possessions,
and talents to use as He desires.
He may want us to be active in
the music of our church, or to
teach a Sunday School class, or
take cheer to the shut-in people
by visiting with them often, or
maybe ... helping when people have
sickness in their homes.

God wants everyone to do what
He asks them to do ... WHEN He
asks them to do it.

Many years before Jesus was
born, a man named Elijah lived
and was a prophet of God. He
obeyed God when other men didn't.

There was a famine in the land
and Elijah needed food. God has
promised that He will feed those
people who serve Him. At this
time God had stopped the rain.
We all know that when the rains
stop, the land becomes dry and
the crops which make food will not
grow.

A widow woman and her son
lived in the land where it was
very dry. All she had left was just
enough for one last meal. Then
she and her son would die. But,
God had promised to feed those
who loved him and served Him.
Did she love God enough to give
Him all she had in the house?

Elijah prayed to God and God
answered his prayer for food by
sending him to this woman's house.

TEACHER'S NOTEBOOK

Last month we discussed the
evaluation of your pupil's learning.
Let's turn our thoughts now to
evaluating our teaching. One good
method of making an appraisal of
your teaching is to keep a note-
book and develop the habit of
checking each week's presentation.
Questions you might answer each
week could follow the ones listed:

Did I have a teaching aim clear-
ly in mind? Did I keep it clearly
understood throughout the lesson
presentation? Did the opening
catch the attention of every pupil?
Was each point clearly understood
by all? Did I include one or more
points that should have been omit-
ted? Did I overlook one or more
points that should have been ex-
plained? Did each pupil under-
stand how the teachings applied
to his or her life? Did the closing
emphasize the teaching aim? Will
my pupils want to come back next
Sunday because they believe my
lessons are worth the effort?

On lesson presentation ask these
questions: Was my voice >.nimated,
with inflections denoting emphasis
or was it monotonous, stiff, and
boring? Are my gestures natural
or weak, indefinite or stiff? (These
can be improved by practicing be-
fore a mirror regularly until they
become a natural part of story-
telling) . Are my grammar and
pronunciation weak? Do I look
my pupils in the eye or do I fre-
quently look at the floor, ceiling, or
out of the window? Do I have
peculiar mannerisms as clearing of
throat, jerking at collar, leaning
on table, rubbing cheek or some
other distracting habit?

Once again let's review the seven
laws of teachings.

1. Did I know, thoroughly and
familiarly, the lesson I was to
teach?

2. Did I gain and keep the at-
tention and interest of the pupils
upon the lesson?

3. Did I use words understood in
the same way by the pupils and by
me ... language as clear and vivid
to them as it was to me?

4. Did I begin with what is al-

ready well-known to the pupil upon
the subject, and with what he has
himself experienced? Did I pro-
ceed from there to the new material
by single, easy, and natural steps,
letting the known explain the un-
known?

5. Did I stimulate each pupil's
own mind to action, leading him
to anticipate what was coming
next; letting him feel that he was
discovering the thought for him-
self?

6. Did I require each pupil to
reproduce in thought the lesson
being learned, expressing it in his
own language?

7. Did I review the past lesson,
review the points in this lesson,
and summarize them clearly so
that no pupil was left with false
understanding, but with a com-
plete understanding of the truth?

A good teacher knows whether
a certain method is succeeding,
and if it isn't she is quick to change
the approach and to alter the
teaching in a way that will be in-
teresting and effective.

Let your pupils help you evaluate
your teaching at least once a year
by using a chart similar to the
one following. Make use they don't
sign their names.

1. I (have) (have not) noted
improvement in my teacher's
teaching in the past six months.

2. My teacher's preparation (al-
ways) (seldom) (never) seems
quite adequate.

3. My teacher (does) (does not)
invite class discussion, and (does)
(does not) allow enough oppor-
tunity for it.

4. My teacher (does) (does not)
emphasize the connection between
lessons in a series from Sunday
to Sunday.

5. My teacher (does) (does not)
usually hold my interest and at-
tention through a whole lesson
period.

6. My teacher (does) (does not)
seem genuinely glad to see me
each Sunday morning.

7. I (always) (usually) (seldom)
(never) learn something worth-
while from my teacher's presenta-

est calling of all.

once again. The 1970 term has
gone into the pages of history and
my prayer has been that this was
a very successful year. I am well
aware it is impossible to evaluate
the real success of a term of school.
We can only look on the surface
but God sees so much deeper. '

We had a splendid group of
young people to work with this
year, which made the task much
easier. As a whole, they tried to re-
ceive the valuable training which
the teachers set forth for them.
I suppose one never sees as much
accomplished as he would like to
see, but this year rated high as
far as I could see.

I felt the teachers for the the
1970 term, was of the very best. I
have never worked with a group of
people that was so easy to work
with, as this group of teachers. I
feel they had a big hand in the
success of the school. They should-
ered a big share of the load and
weight and problems that could
have come my way, had they not
have helped.

There were a number of improve-
ments made in the physical plant
on campus this year. I would like
to give a partial list of some of
these improvements. There were
some 1:0 yards of new carpet in-
stalled m the new dormitory, which
completes the floor coverings for
that building. All seven of the
baths in the girls dorm have been
completed, with ceramic tile do-
nated by a company from Perry-
ton, Texas. One family from Alvin,
Texas church donated 100 new
metal folding chairs for the dining
hall. A new programmed bell sys-
tem has been installed in all of our
buildings, to signal change of clas-
ses, meal time, to arise, and go to
bed, which is controlled automatic-
ally from the Superintendent's of-
fice. This unit was given by the
Ben Barker memorial fund. This
has been a wonderful addition.
The bathrooms in the boy's dorm
has been tiled and also the showers.

THE APOSTOLIC FAITH REPORT

There has been a new office
added for the printing of school
material and for the business man-
ager. There has been some carpet
and paneling done in some of the
teachers apartments. Also, new
heating systems have been in-
stalled in each of these apart-
ments. There has been a private
phone installed in the Supt's. of-
fice, which has certainly been put
to good use. There was no folding
tables at all in the school system,
so we purchased one 6 ft. and one
8 ft. folding table. New out-door
carpet was installed on the steps
to the chapel, with one half of the
expense paid by a family of the
Baxter Springs church. A new
dinette set was purchased and also
new drapes for the living room in
the parsonage with one half of the
cost paid by the Baxter Springs
church. A big 'commercial food
mixer was donated by some folks
from the Cave Springs church. Two
automatic washers, were donated
by friends from Laverne. Bro.
and Sis. Ronnie Martin completely
overhauled the Dean of Men's
~partment with new carpet, panel-
mg and other items. There has been
a number of books added to the
library and also new library
shelves. I am sorry that I am un-
able at this time to list those
friends of the school who donated
these books.

Some have asked of the needs of
th~ school for the future, so may
I lIst a few as I see them. There
is a desperate need to finish re-
modeling the teachers' apartments
~th added carpet, curtains, light
fIXtures and furniture. There is a
need for 12 new twin size or bunk
beds for the new dormitory. The
lounge of the new dorm needs
some new furniture. We have a
shortage of bath towels, wash
cloths, new full and twin size
sheets. Five rooms in the boys
dorm certainly could use some re-
modeling and new furniture. These
are a few items I see as I sit at my
desk. I am sure there are many
other items which we have not

mentioned.
. This has been some of the phy-

sIcal changes and along with these,
I hope and pray the school has
seen growth spiritually. I am al-
ways aware of the thought, "If I
am not better tomorrow, than I
was today, I am at a standstilL"
I'm sure this also applies to our
school.

I want to thank each and every-
one who donated money to the
school and also the faculty, and
my thanks to those who have
donated beef, pork, fresh vege-
t~bles, and fruit and canned goods,
pIes, cakes, cookies, candy and
everything else that has helped
make this a prosperous year at
Bible School.

I hope we have been able to send
young men and women into your
churches and homes better equipp-
ed to be of service to God and
humanity, because of their stay at
Bible School.

Weare certainly looking forward
to the 1971 term with hopes and
prayers that it shall be a better
term than the last.

May I employ every praying man
and woman, boy and girl, to ear-
nestly pray for your Bible School.
The success of your school depends
o~ your contribution spiritually and
wIth generous offerings.
