Our Advent models are 

Isaiah who yearned for the 

coming of the Lord, John 

the Baptist who an-

nounced the presence of 

Christ, and Mary who was 

transformed by grace.  Like 

Isaiah, we look forward to 

Christõs glorious return.  

Like John, we recognize 

Christõs presence among 

us and our need for re-

pentance.  And like Mary, 

we seek to accept the will 

of God in order to make a 

place for Christ in our 

hearts and allow His will to 

be done in us.
