Procedures for the Lesson: 

· Beginning:  The Set  

· Is effective in focusing the students to the learning 

· Tells students:

· What they will learn (the objective)

· Why they will learn it (tie into Big Ideas)

· How they will learn it 

· Middle: 
· Information is accurate, organized, relevant to the lesson and helps students perform the task 

· Information is interesting, therefore motivating to students 

· Models are accurate, clear, relevant and vividly illustrate the information 

· Relevant Questions are well-crafted to check for understanding and reflect at least three levels of Bloom’s Revised Taxonomy  

· ALL materials to teach the lesson must be included in the lesson plan (lecture notes, PowerPoint, primary sources, readings, questions, activity, etc.)
· End:  Closure 
· Requires students to summarize and reinforce their learning of the objective. 

· Makes a bridge to the next lesson

· Beyond the Lesson:

· Homework assignment is appropriate and reasonable. 
· Assessment is rigorous and relevant to the lesson. 

· Annotated Bibliography (primary and secondary) are documented with full citations 

· All materials needed to execute the plan are listed 

In Addition: 

· Lesson plan encourages active participation (most of the students, most of the time) 

· Lesson plan uses the variables of motivation 
· Plan meets requirement of the use of at least one conversation in the Centennial Conversation Series and historical thinking 

· Spelling check; grammar check; punctuation check 

· Lesson plan follows the prescribed format
