Burlington County 4H Members – please use the standard 4H entry form. b) Please make checks out to 
Transitions 4H Club; c) $10 Office Fee.  d) NO REFUNDS AFTER CLOSING DATE, including acts of God, inclement weather, or other 
emergencies. e) Negative coggins within twelve (12) months.  Coggins and proof of Eastern Encephalitis, Tetanus, Rabies and West Nile 
Vaccine administered no less than fourteen (14) days and no more than twelve (12) months prior to the date of the show and Equine Influenza 
Virus and Equine Herpes Virus (Rhinopneumonitis) vaccinations within six months prior the date of show must accompany entry.   f) Non-
negotiable check will void entry and incur a $30.00 fee.

All riders, youth and adult, must wear a properly fitting equestrian helmet, passing or surpassing current 
applicable ASTM/SEI (American Society for Testing and Materials/Safety Equipment Institute) standards, 
with chin strap secured, while mounted at any time/anywhere on the competition/event grounds. 
The Burlington County 4-H Youth Development Program, Burlington County 4-H Horse Advisory Council, 
Horse Show Committee and officials, make no representation or warranty, express or implied, about any 
protective equestrian helmet, and cautions riders that death or serious injury may result despite wearing such 
equestrian helmet as all equestrian sports involve inherent dangerous risk and as no helmet can protect 
against all foreseeable injuries. 
For our youth riders under 18 years of age, it is the responsibility of the parent or guardian to see to it that the 
equestrian helmet worn complies with appropriate safety standards for protective headgear intended for 
equestrian use, and is properly fitted and in good condition. Riders over age 18 are responsible for their 
equestrian helmet complying with the standards. The Burlington County 4-H Youth Development Program, 
Burlington County 4-H Horse Advisory Council, and/or Show Committee, and officials are not responsible 
for checking equestrian helmet for such compliance. 
I, the undersigned rider, parent, guardian, understand that I am responsible to verify that the equestrian’s 
riding helmet complies with appropriate safety standards for protective headgear intended for equestrian use. 
I further attest that the helmet is an ASTM/SEI approved equestrian riding helmet that is properly fitted to the 
specific entrant and in good condition.
