T oday we begin in earnest this liturgical year’s 
journey through the Gospel of Saint Luke.  It 

is Saint Luke’s Gospel that will predominate in our 
Gospel readings during Ordinary Time for Year C.  
In the Gospel, Jesus stands in the synagogue and 
reads from the scroll containing the words of the 
prophet Isaiah.  This reading defines Jesus’ 
ministry which will involve bringing good news to 
the poor, release to the captives, recovery of sight 
to the blind, letting the oppressed go free, and 
proclaiming the year of the Lord’s favour.   Jesus set the framework for 
all of us in announcing his ministry in today’s Gospel, and we are 
charged with the task of continuing the mission that Jesus began, thus 
building up the Kingdom of God in our daily lives.

JANUARY 26 
SUNDAY OF THE WORD OF GOD  

  

I n the Apostolic Letter Aperuit illis, Pope Francis 
instituted the Sunday of the Word of God, which 

is celebrated on the Third Sunday in Ordinary 
Time.  “Devoting a specific Sunday of the liturgical 
year to the word of God can enable the Church to 
experience anew how the risen Lord opens up for 
us the treasury of his word and enables us to 
proclaim its unfathomable riches before the world.”  
Pope Francis, Aperuit illis, 2 

T he Jubilee has always been an event of 
great spiritual, ecclesial, and social 

significance in the life of the Church – instituted in 
1300 by St. Boniface – and celebrated every 25 
years.  The Logo shows 4 figures representing all 
humanity – coming from the four corners of the 
earth – embracing each other to indicate 
solidarity and fraternity which should unite all 
peoples. 

• The figure at the front is holding the cross – a sign of faith and 
hope. 

• Rough waves under the figures symbolize the fact that life’s 
pilgrimage does not always go smoothly in calm waters. Often the 
circumstances of daily life and events in the wider world require a 
greater call to hope.  That’s why we should pay special attention to 
the lower part of the cross which has been elongated and turned 
into the shape of an anchor which is let down into the waves.   

• The anchor is well known as a symbol of hope.  In maritime jargon 
the ‘anchor of hope’ refers to the reserve anchor used by vessels 
involved in emergency maneuvers to stabilise the ship during 
storms.  

• The cross in the logo bends down towards humanity, not leaving 
human beings alone, but stretching out to them to offer the certainty 
of its presence and the security of hope.

JANUARY 28 - MEMORIAL OF SAINT THOMAS AQUINAS, PRIEST, DOCTOR:   Born near 
Aquino, Italy, about 1225, Thomas was educated at the Benedictine Monastery at Monte Cassino 
from the age of five.  At 19 he joined the newly-formed Dominicans and, with his teacher Albert the 
Great, he developed the theological ‘Scholastic method’, which dominated Catholic teaching for 
centuries.  He wrote many books, his most famous work being Summa theologiae.  Many of his 
hymn texts, such as Pange lingua and Tantum ergo, are still in use today.  A man of towering 
intellect, Thomas was also a very humble mystic.  He died in 1274, was canonized in 1323, and 
declared a Doctor of the Church in 1567.  In 1880, he was proclaimed patron saint of universities and 
schools. 
JANUARY 31 - MEMORIAL OF SAINT JOHN BOSCO, PRIEST:   John was born in Piedmont, Italy, 
in 1815.  He studied for the Priesthood and was ordained in Turin.  After visiting a prison while still a 
young Priest and seeing the fate of children imprisoned there, he resolved to devote himself to 
working among disadvantaged boys.  He formed the Salesian Society, named after Francis de Sales, 
and began educating boys of the poor and working classes.  His teaching was motivated by charity 
and gentleness.  With the help of Saint Mary Mazzarello, he also established the Salesian Sisters 
(Daughters of Mary, Help of Christians) to do similar work among girls.  John Bosco died in 1888 and 
was canonized in 1934.
