Steve began by announcing that last year we donated to the Arnold Arboretum 10% of the proceeds from our
exhibit/show to their artists fund. He proposed doing that again. The motion was voted on and carried. He also
said that this is a more prestigous event than a sales event and that they want to skip next year and maybe go on
an every other year basis.

Steve made a special mention that John Shooshan attended and turned on the lathe outside the Arboretum all
day and never stopped both Saturday and Sunday.

He
also mentioned that the club needs to have someone inside to help patrons (and prospective buyers) with their
selections and hence as a group we would have more sales. Kevin Mulligan went with us with his trailer five
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times to unload things for the show. Steve said that we need to put people in charge of an event (it takes a lot
of time). We should probably do this with Cohasset also. Committee? Yes but someone still needs to be in
charge. We will discuss this more at the next meeting.

Also the new lathes are heavy to handle. We should get a trailer for them for shows.

The AAW scholarships are currently available. We can nominate one person. There are three schools-
Arrowmont, Campbell and Anderson. If you think you are interested, you should let us know and members can
select one person to be put forth to the AAW.

The Audubon show is coming up. Saturday, December 3rd. we will demo at their Open House on Rte 3A in
Marshfield in the kitchen again. Bring your items for sale to them during the week before. We need volunteers
for the demos. Wally mentioned that last year, we as a group submitted less items for sale than usual. We need
to have more this year. This will be our third year demonstrating there. It was also mentioned that a substantial
number of turned items get sold at the Open House that day so don't be late getting your things to them.

Elections of officers will be held at the club November 22™ meeting with those selected taking office in
January.

Can the club collect tax at sales events? We need to get a tax I.D. number. John Duggan said he would take
care of this.

The AAW has a survey currently that members are urged to take to give their organization more
information. Please participate.

From Lenny Mandeville : “Last meeting Nigel had some cards that he handed out for a new place to buy wood.
I went there and they will not be open for a few weeks yet but they will have wood like Downs and Reader on
the Canton line in Stoughton. The place in Avon will have a milling shop and they will be selling "shorts™ ( 4'
and under in a certain section of the shop) they will have some woodworking hardware also. Besides boards,
they will have plywood available.

To get there you get off exit 19a on rte. 24 toward Avon and at the second set of lights there will be a large
white building on the left, just go around the back of the building. While there | saw boards that were from 3/4"

Nigel Howe demonstrated several surface embellishment techniques

Nigel began his presentation on Surface Here Nigel uses an airbrush to spray dye over the surface of the bowl
Embellishments by showing how he dribbled warm after the glue has been applied.
(but not hot) glue over the surface of an inverted bowl
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Nigel removes the hardened glue from the bowl's surface. Here you can clearly see the bowl with the pattern left after the glue
is removed.

Nigel also uses the glue image in the wood as a pattern to pierce the bowl in a Nigel uses his piercing tool to create openings
decorative way. in the bowl in a pattern.

Nigel showed us this technique of using two brushes Another method of using color is to allow droplets of dye to
simultaneously to spread dye on the bowl. randomly fall onto the bowl's surface as is shown here.

Pictured is a very large bowl Nigel turned and then colored with
multiple dye applications before finishing it with your choice of
urethane, lacquer or oil.
