INSTRUCTION SHEET:

HOW THE SALE WORKS: This sale will be Friday, March 23rd from 6:00 pm until 8:00 pm and Saturday, March 24th from 8:00 AM until 12:00 PM.  Consign a minimum of $25.00 worth of clean, already tagged items for us to sell.  You will receive 70% of the proceeds and 30% will benefit the children of our church and community with the renovation of our nursery and various church projects.  After the sale, you have the option of picking up your items that do not sell or donating them (we will give you a tax receipt).  Your proceeds from the sale will be mailed to you within 10- 15 business days.

HOW TO REGISTER:

1. Completely fill out the enclosed registration form and mail it to Kannapolis Church of God (KCOG) Consignment Sale, c/o Krissi Adkins, 2211 West A Street, Kannapolis, NC 28081.

1. Pre-registraton by Sunday, March 18th is preferred. However we will accept consignors until our final drop off on Wednesday, March 21st.

1. Enclose a check for the $5.00 registration fee.  Make checks payable to Kannapolis Church of God (KCOG). There will be a $25.00 fee for returned checks.

HOW TO PREPARE YOUR ITEMS FOR THE SALE:

1. We ask that you please DO NOT bring household items like nicknacks they have not sold well in the past and make the pack up process last much to long.  CARSEATS ARE NOT ALLOWED IN THE SALE.
2. All items must be clean and in good condition.  Do not bring undergarments or clothes that are off- season.  Clothes that are stained, ripped, missing buttons or visibly faded or worn will not be accepted.  Check the knees, elbows and cuffs of your clothes as you go through them.

1. We will accept clothing from newborn to men’s & women's including maternity clothing.

1. Shoes will only be accepted in excellent, like new condition.

1. Bring clothes on hangers with the hook pointing to the left with the front of the garment facing you.  Securely attach pants and skirts to hangers using safety pins.

1. Sort clothes by size and gender (2T boy, 8 girl, medium ladies, etc.), preferably having all items grouped by sizes, using rubber bands around the hangers, or at least separated by sizes at drop-off. This makes our job placing and sorting on racks much more efficient. 

1. Price all items using whole dollar amounts ($1 minimum, 5$, $6, $7, etc.) typically 25-30% of the original price.  Professional consignment shops have indicated to us that consignors tend to overprice their items.  If you are in doubt on a price, go low.

1. Tagging properly is VERY important to all of us.  If items are not tagged properly, we reserve the right to return them to you at drop off for you to re-tag.  Each item must be tagged.  We recommend you use 1/3 of an index card for each tag or the tag template included in your registration packet.  Include on each tag the size of the item, whether boy, girl, man or woman, the price and your code (your three initials plus the last two digits of your phone number plus “D” if you wish to donate that item if it does not sell).  We also recommend that you include the brand name of the item (OshKosh, Gap, etc.) on the tag.  Like items can be combined and priced as one unit.  Remember, the minimum price will be $1.00.

1. Clothes should be tagged with a safety pin on the front right of the item facing you.  Do not use straight pins, staples, sticky notes, stickers, or tags held by strings.  Allow space between the safety pin and the writing so the tag can be cut off quickly during check out.

1. ½ price sale:  If your item has not sold by 11:00 AM Saturday and you want it to be sold for half of the price listed, please fill out your entire card in RED ink.  For items you do not want to include in the ½ price sale, please fill these out in blue or black ink.

1. Attach tags to toys and equipment where they can be readily seen using strong clear packing tape.  Scotch tape and masking tape do not work.  If tags fall off, we cannot sell your item. 

2.  Books, puzzles, small toys can be combined and placed in Ziploc bags.  We must be able to inspect these items at drop off.

1. Electronic toys/games must include batteries to ensure that the items function properly.

1. Stuffed animals will only be accepted if they are collectibles (i.e. Ty or Disney).

2. Women's accessories will also be accepted. Make sure they are clean and of good taste.

DROP-OFF TIMES AT Kannapolis Church of God- HARVEST HOUSE (directly behind church): 

1. Sunday, March18th from 12:00-2:00 PM

2. Tuesday, March 20th from 6:00-8:00 PM
3. Wednesday, March 21st from 9:00 AM-12:00 PM and 6:00 – 8:00 PM**
HOW TO DROP-OFF YOUR ITEMS:

1. Come to any of the drop-off times with your items ready for inspection.

1. Before you leave, we will inspect your items to make sure they are in compliance with our instructions.  Since our goal is to have high quality items for our sale, we will try our best to return to you any items that do not meet the requirements before you leave the drop-off or they will not be displayed on the floor.

2. *SUGGESTION:  For your convenience, please place items in a large plastic container/tote, labeled        

        with your code.  We will store your tote(s) until after the sale, and your remaining items will be    

         placed back in your tote for pick-up.

 THE PRE-SALE:

A special pre-sale for each consignor & 2 guests will be held on Thursday, March 22nd, from 6:00- 8:00PM.

This sale will not be open to the general public and will require an admission ticket that you will be given when you drop off your items.  Every individual who enters the pre-sale must have an admission ticket.  There is NO exception to this policy.

PICK UP UNSOLD ITEMS:

Items not sold at the sale will be ready for pick up Saturday, March 24th from 5:00-6:00 PM.  Items not picked up by 6:00 PM will be donated to a charitable organization.  There are NO exceptions to this policy. The doors will be locked.  Our church facilities need to be in order for the next service.

DONATIONS:

All men’s, women’s, & children’s items can be donated.  Items that are donated to the sale will be priced and sold at our discretion.  All proceeds will go towards various church projects and ministries.

1. It is important that you follow all of the instructions on the instruction sheet.  Items that are not in compliance will be returned to you at the drop-off or not displayed on the floor.  We will not accept child car/booster seats due to issues of liability.
1. Please send in your registration ASAP. Pre-registration is preferred & should be received by Sunday, March 19, 2017.
1. To register, send this form to Kannapolis Church of God Consignment Sale c/o Krissi Adkins,  2211 West A Street, Kannapolis, NC 28081.  Be sure to include the $5.00 pre-registration fee.

1. Make checks payable to Kannapolis Church of God (or KCOG).  There will be a $25.00 return check fee.

1. We will do our very best to take care of all items left with us.  Kannapolis Church of God or any volunteers working the sale are not responsible for loss by fire, shoplifting, human error, or damaged goods.

1. Items to be donated should be marked with a “D” following your code.  You will receive a receipt for tax purposes for donated items and the 30% of the proceeds that go to the church project.
